Mr. Falconer asked...Mr. Hammons, would it be possible for us to ask DART to escrow those
funds and then we do that?

Mr. Hammons stated...The preference would be to have it done by DART. Normally when a
project goes in we require the developer or whoever is doing the project to put the street lighting
in. So we would request that DART put the street lighting in and then we would take possession
of the street lighting after it is in. It would be such a small project for the city to do that few of
street lights. I think that it would be a lot more cost-effective for both of us if it was put in with
the whole project.

Mr. Wright stated...My question would be mainly more for staff. If it were a typical
development on sidewalks, we just did it on the previous case. We just required the owner and
developers to complete a right-turn lane and everything that is outside of his property. I see this
as being no different than us asking other people within our own city for developing along
rights-of-way. As Mr. Hammons said, it is Trinity Mills, which has always been more of a city
road for our city. This is our TOD, and we are trying to set a precedent for that development and
the walk around traffic and those items. It is not something that is a remote station. So I would
be in favor for them to keep it in. Maybe we can add it to Item 6. We can help facilitate that
approval request from TXDOT, but I still feel that they need to do it. Any other developer
building along any right-of-way has to do it within the city. So I don’t see this being any
different.

Mr. Falconer stated...Did you have any other comments?

Mr. Avalos stated...No. I think we have made it clear that DART normally doesn’t do this, and
we would even be totally against escrowing funds at this point.

Mr. Falconer stated...So it is really a money thing.

Mr. Avalos stated...It is also a dollar issue and the fact that we do not normally do this in any
other city that we have entered — whether it be Plano, Richardson or Dallas. So that is our
objection to it.

There was no response to the request for public input.

Motion made by Taylor/Ernst to close the public hearing and recommend
approval of Case No. 12-065UP2 subject to staff’s stipulations and the amended
stipulation to Item No. 5 allowing them to relocate that one tree somewhere else
off the waterline and subject to the written authorization of all property owners
to DART with approval to do this, passed 6-0 (Atwood, Frazier and Kassem
absent).

ORDINANCE NO. OF THE CITY OF CARROLLTON
AMENDING ITS COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE BY
ESTABLISHING SPECIAL USE PERMIT NUMBER 350b PROVIDING FOR
A LIGHT-RAIL TRANSIT (LRT) PASSENGER STATION UPON PROPERTY
GENERALLY LOCATED AT THE SOCUTHWEST CORNER OF BLANTON
DRIVE AND TRINITY MILLS ROAD; AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING
MAP; AND PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY OF 32,000 PER DAY, SAVINGS,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE ON AND AFTER ITS
ADOPTION AND PUBLICATION.

WHEREAS, at its regular meeting held on the fourth day of October, 2007, the Planning and
Zoning Commission considered and made recommendations on a certain request for a Special
Use Permit (Case No. 12-06SUP2);

WHEREAS, this change of zoning is in accordance with the adopted Comprehensive Plan of the
City of Carrollton, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the City Council, after determining all legal requirements of notice and hearing
have been met, has further determined the following amendment to the zoning laws would
provide for and would be in the best interest of the health, safety, morals, and general welfare:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CARROLLTON, TEXAS:

Section 1.

That Special Use Permit Number 350b is hereby established for a certain 10.975-acre tract of
land generally located at the southwest corner of Blanton Drive and Trinity Mills Road, generally
bounded by the Union Pacific (DART) Railroad, Trinity Mills Road, Blanton Drive and the
future extension of Dickerson Parkway, providing for the following uses:

Light-rail transit (LRT) passenger station

Section 2.

That development shall be in substantial accordance with the conceptual site plan attached hereto
as Exhibit A, General Site Plan,

Section 3.

That development shall be in accordance with the following special conditions, restrictions, and
regulations:

1.

Development shall be in substantial conformance with the exhibits attached, provided
however, that the following additional stipulations shall be met.

The Special Use Permit shall be reassessed on or before November 6, 2012.

The DART station signs will be required to comply with current City sign design
standards.

A total of fifteen (15) streetlights meeting the requirements of Section 7 of the General
Design Standards (the “Urban Streetscape standards™) shall be installed along the west
side of Blanton Drive, and shall be spaced in a regular, formal pattern in substantial
accordance with “Exhibit B, Streetlights & Street Trees.”

One additional tree shall be planted along Blanton Drive, between the bus entrance and
the intersection with Trinity Mills Road (SH 190), as shown on “Exhibit B, Streetlights &
Street Trees.” However, this tree may be relocated to a location nearby in order to avoid
any underground utilities.

Six street lights shall be installed by DART along the south side of Trinity Mills Road
(SH 190); street trees shall be planted; and a sidewalk (minimum four feet in width) shall
be constructed six feet behind the curb, as shown on “Exhibit B, Streetlights & Street
Trees.” Upon installation and acceptance by the City, street light and sidewalk
maintenance shall become the responsibility of the City of Carrollton. Maintenance of all
vegetation, including mowing of turf to maintain a height less than six inches, shall
remain the responsibility of DART.

This requirement may be altered by staff in consultation with DART staff if TxXDOT
refuses (in writing) to allow these improvements to be placed in TxDOT right-of-way as
proposed, provided that any staff-level alteration meets, to the greatest extent possible,
the intent of this requirement.

Based on actual experiences at other end-of-the-line station corridors, “overflow parking”
for the three stations will be required by the City. In accordance with previous
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ORDINANCE NO. PAGE 3
SUP Case No. 12-06SUP2

discussions between DART staff and City staff, this overflow parking shall be provided
for at this station and/or the North Carrollton Station.

DART shall provide or reserve a total of 900 overflow spaces for all three stations, and
shall implement those spaces as described below using concrete and/or asphalt paving.
Approximately 50% of the total overflow supply shall be within 1,000 feet of any station,
while the remainder shall be within 2,000 feet of any station. Approximately 450 spaces
shall be available for use on the opening day of rail service, and may be allocated within
the criteria distance at both the Trinity Mills and North Carrollton stations. If at six (6)
months from opening day the actual usage rate of the 450 overflow spaces is 95% or
greater on an average weekday, then the necessary proportion of the remaining 450
spaces shall be made available to the public so that the parking utilization rate is
maintained at less than 95%.

Another parking count shall be performed at twenty-four (24) months from opening day.
If the actual usage rate of the provided overflow spaces is 95% or greater on an average
weekday, then the necessary proportion of the remaining 450 spaces shall be made
available to the public so that the parking utilization rate is maintained at less than 95%.
The criteria distance shall be measured as a radius from the geometric center of a station
parking lot to the last space within the radius in an overflow parking lot(s). Any overflow
supply that is more than 1,000 feet from a station shall have a motorized vehicle shuttle
that shall be provided during the a.m. and p.m. peak hours for patrons.

If, by twelve (12) months after the initiation of DCTA passenger rail service with
transfers to DART passenger rail service or the first day of the year 2015, whichever
comes first, the actual overflow parking demand usage rate is 95% or greater on an
average weckday, then the necessary proportion of the remaining 450 spaces shall be
made available to the public so that the parking utilization rate is maintained at less than
95%.

However, if the 2015 or DCTA parking count is less than 95%, DART may prepare and
submit a new parking study and mitigations plan at that time. Based on actual counts and
analysis, the study may propose, and the city will consider, new overflow parking
requirement for the three stations (such as less parking spaces).

DART shall secure the services of an engineering consulting firm to conduct the three
parking counts/studies required under this SUP and submit them for review to authorized
city staff. The parking studies shall include parking counts, analysis, and mitigation plan
(if necessary). The consulting firm shall be mutually agreed upon by DART and
authorized Carrollton staff.

The design of the overflow parking lot shall be approved by the City Manager or his or
her designee.

Internal landscaping in the overflow parking lot at the North Carrollton station required
by the Carroliton Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance may be relocated to the periphery of
the site.

8. Landscaping shall be inspected by City staff upon installation.

9. A tree survey showing existing trees on the site shall be provided, and a tree mitigation
schedule shall be delivered to and approved by City staff.

Section 4.

That the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance and the Official Zoning Map are hereby amended to
reflect the action taken herein.

Section 5.
Penalty Clause

That any person, firm or corporation violating a provision of this ordinance, upon conviction, is
guilty of an offense punishable as provided in Section 10.99 of the Carrollton City Code.

Section 6.
Severability Clause

That the provisions of this ordinance are severable in accordance with Section 10.07 of the
Carrollton City Code.

Section 7.
Savings Clause

That Ordinance Number 1470, otherwise known as the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance and
the Official Zoning Map, as amended, shall remain in full force and effect.
