SUBJECT: Employee Health Clinic   
 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
In an effort to achieve the City Council’s strategic goal to implement an Employee Health Clinic 
in 2008, the City recently issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) for the management of an 
employee health clinic.  The City looked for opportunities to reduce management and overhead 
costs by taking a regional approach.  The cities of Lewisville and Coppell have participated 
jointly throughout the RFP process and intend to partner with the city of Carrollton in a regional 
effort to open an employee health clinic.  The cities of Frisco and The Colony are evaluating the 
feasibility of opening a second location closer in proximity to their cities. 
 
In November 2007, the cities issued an RFP and received seven responses and of those responses 
four management companies were interviewed.  The cities sent two teams to conduct site visits 
in Humble, Texas and Tulsa, Oklahoma for the finalist company. Both teams were impressed 
with the quality of physicians, the cleanliness and the overall management of the facilities 
visited.  The cities selected CareATC as the preferred management company due to the site 
visits, the overall costs and the extensive track record and experience CareATC has in 
implementing and managing employee health clinics.  The city of Carrollton is in the process of 
contract negotiations with CareATC and anticipating recommending a contract to the City 
Council on April 1, 2008.  We anticipate the cities of Lewisville and Coppell will be the first 
cities to sign an interlocal agreement with the city of Carrollton to utilize the contract.   
 
CareATC takes a wellness and preventative approach and focuses resources on conditions that 
impact overall health care costs as well as employee productivity and quality of life.  The 
Physician may spend up to 30 minutes with a patient discussing or their pre-diabetic condition or 
any other chronic health condition when they come in for treatment of a sore throat.  This 
approach will make an impact on employees’ lives as well as help lower health care cost.  The  
current cost of a primary care visit for the city of Carrollton, such as physical or visit for a sore 
throat or sinus infection will be reduced by almost half.  Employees will be able to utilize the 
clinic with no co-pay, which may increase utilization in the first year.  While increasing 
utilization is key  
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in reducing long term costs, the first year may have limited savings due to the increased 
utilization.  There is also a projected pharmaceutical savings by encouraging employees to utilize 
generic prescriptions.  In addition to the hard saving, there are several soft cost savings such as 
increased productively, less sick leave usage and improved quality of life for employees.      
 
In an effort to maximize utilization the cities mapped the residences of employees to determine a 
location that would be most utilized by the employees of all cities participating (see attached GIS 
map).  A location near I-35 and Hebron Pkwy was identified as both a central location based on 
employees’ residences and city facilities.  A new medical office condo was selected as the clinic 
site location.  The city of Lewisville will purchase the facility and the city of Carrollton will 
negotiate a shared cost arrangement to ensure long-term use of the facility.   The timeline to open 
the clinic is still slated for July 2008, depending upon the successful recruitment of the clinic 
physician and the acquisition and finish-out of the space. 
 
 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION/ACTION DESIRED: 
 
Staff would like to brief council on the status of the employee health clinic.  We expect to seek 
authorization from Council for the City Manager to enter into a contract with CareATC on the 
April 1, 2008 council agenda and that there will be future interlocal agreements with other cites 
in the next several months before the clinic opens.

6. Briefing on International Trade and Development Program. 
 

Brad Mink, Director of Economic Development stated Since 1986, the City of Carrollton 
Office of Economic Development has represented Carrollton businesses in over thirty 
foreign markets. The purpose of this program has been, enhancement of local tax base 
and retention of existing businesses. More than 150 Carrollton companies have taken 
advantage of this unique program over the period. 
 
Since 1986 the City of Carrollton tax base has been enhanced by more than 12 million 
dollars through international sales and marketing. 
 

 
7. Briefing on Consolidation and Updating Property Maintenance Code Provisions. 
 

Scott Hudson, Environmental Services Director stated that this worksession item is to 
brief the City Council on the revision of city codes relating to property maintenance. This 
is a current Council goal and is being pursued through two approaches. 
 
Consolidation 
One of the challenges facing users of these codes is that they have been distributed 
among several chapters in the Carrollton Code of Ordinances. For example, high weeds 
and most other nuisance issues are addressed under Title IX, but the code on maintenance 
of housing is in Title XV. Staff proposes addressing this by consolidating property 
maintenance provisions wherever feasible under a single chapter in the code. This will 
facilitate easier citizen access to the code as well as streamline inspector use of these 
provisions. The consolidated code would be brought back to a March, 2008 Council 
agenda for adoption. 
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Update 
There are a number of property maintenance provisions that need revision, ranging from 
residential occupancies to storing cars and recreational vehicles. Staff proposes 
developing an analysis of these provisions and presenting them for review at a summer 
2008 Council agenda. 
 
These amendments strengthen and streamline the city’s ability to safeguard public health 
and wellbeing. 
 
They will specifically contribute to the goals of enhancing and revitalizing 
neighborhoods.

6. Discuss Participation in Coalition To Expedite Construction & Operation Of 

Burlington Northern/Santa Fe (BNSF) Commuter Rail Line. 
 

City Manager Leonard Martin stated that the Burlington Northern/Santa Fe (BNSF) rail 
line runs from Frisco southwest through downtown Carrollton to Irving. It is owned by 
DART. Long term, it is anticipated it would be used for commuter rail serving passengers 
in Frisco, west Plano, Carrollton, west Farmers Branch, Las Colinas and downtown 
Irving. It is one of the three rail lines that eventually will run through downtown 
Carrollton. 
 
When the DART 2030 Plan was developed, Irving, Farmers Branch and Carrollton 
worked to get it included. Because of what were considered as higher priority projects 
such as the Cotton Belt line, it was included only as a “vision” which means it is still on 
the map but not anticipated to be built as part of the DART 2030 construction plan. 
 
There have been several meetings involving the city managers of the cities that would be 
served by the BNSF line. The purpose of the meetings was to explore the feasibility of 
forming a coalition of cities to work on expediting the construction and operation of the 
line rather than wait beyond 2030. Clearly, DART does not have the financial capacity 
over the next two decades to do the project so the object would be for the cities to seek 
other financial solutions, such as public-private partnerships, federal funding outside the 
normal transit sources, city bonds, etc. Since this is commuter rail, the cost will be much 
less than the light rail lines currently being built. At this time, such factors as estimated 
number of passengers, construction and operation costs, and station locations are 
unknown. 
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If the coalition if formed, cities would join through interlocal agreements. The effort 
would be guided jointly by a board comprised of representatives from each member city. 
Costs of operating the coalition would be shared among the cities based upon a yet to be 
determined formula. The first step in the process would be to develop a business plan to 
guide the process. 
 
Attached is a draft Request For Qualifications to select a firm to develop the plan. Based 
upon the outcome of the business plan, a city could either remain in the coalition or drop 
out. The city managers involved thus far will meet this week to further refine the 
proposal.  
 
Another facet of regional transportation that you should be aware of is another coalition 
that has been formed involving the cities of Richardson and Addison. That coalition is 
focused on doing basically the same thing as this coalition except the purpose is to 
expedite the construction and operation of the Cotton Belt line that would also run 
through downtown Carrollton to provide service into DFW Airport. I just learned about 
this coalition at the Chamber of Commerce State of the City lunch this week. The Cotton 
Belt line is in the DART 2030 plan for construction. The purpose of this coalition is to 
move up the construction date. 
 
The cost for participation in the BNSF coalition is unknown at this time. 
 
Any public transportation projects will enhance the sustainability of the DFW region 
which, in turn, positively impacts the sustainability of the City of Carrollton. Projects 
directly serving Carrollton are particularly important. If this project, as well as the Cotton 
Belt coalition, result in service being provided in downtown Carrollton there would be an 
immediate value to Carrollton. 

 
Council agreed to participate in the RFP but don’t want to contribute more than $50,000 
towards the feasibility study.  
 

7. Discuss Request From Allied Waste Services To Extend Contract. 
 

Mr. Martin stated that the residential trash contract will expire on September 30, 2008. 
We have the option of negotiating and extension or re-bidding the service. Allied Waste 
Services, the current contractor, has requested to negotiate an extension to the contract. 
Attached is a letter from the company detailing their request to negotiate an extension. 
 
It is essential that we have dependable trash collection service. Since we added the 
performance guarantee to the contract last year, we have not had any problems with 
collection. The only significant problems encountered with collection during the first four 
years of the contract were with our brush collection which is a unique system. They seem 
to have developed a strategy to ensure the timely collection and are willing to back up 
performance with yet another cash performance guarantee plus incentive rebates to 
residents for recycling efforts. 
 
It is recommended that we enter into negotiations to extend the residential trash 
collection contract for a period of two years based upon the letter of request. 
Additionally, our contract with Waste Management for collection of the city’s 
commercial waste (city facilities, apartments, etc.) will expire on September 30, 2008. It 
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is recommended that a similar two year extension be negotiated with Waste Management 
to continue that service. 
 
Council concurred with the City Manager’s recommendation to continue service with 
Allied.

This year’s theme is Tune In @ your library™ and the library will host a Tech Takeover Friday, 
March 6 at the Josey Ranch Lake Library from 6:30 – 8:30 p.m. This after hours program will 
give teens the opportunity to rock out while playing Guitar Hero™, get online, eat and challenge 
friends to a Dance Dance Revolution dance off. In addition, teens may participate in a CD swap 
or show off their talents e.g., music, poetry, artists, at the Open Mic. Additional information is 
available on the library’s website www.cityofcarrollton.com/library. 
 
The library’s Teens Takeover programs are a concerted effort to get teens into the library just for 
fun activities. These programs have been popular and attendance is continuing to increase. 
 

11. Present Medals Of Valor, Medal of Commendation & Life Saving Awards To 
Members of Carrollton Fire Department. 

 
Fire Chief John Murphy presented eight Department members with various awards for 
their life saving actions. 
 
Lifesaving Awards – Engine 117 and Medic 116 - A Shift 
On the evening of September 8, 2007 Engine 117’s crew consisting of Captain/Paramedic 
Lee Holbert, Apparatus Operator/Paramedic Herb Cavenaugh, Sub Apparatus Operator 
Bill Gallina and Medic 116’s crew consisting of Sub Apparatus Operator/Paramedic 
Jeremy Perison and Sub 
Apparatus Operator/Paramedic Richard Hollingsworth were dispatched to a medical 
emergency for an unconscious person. Upon arrival, Engine 117’s crew found a male 
patient with decreased respirations which quickly deteriorated to a total lack of 
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respiratory effort. Engine 117 personnel began Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation. On the 
arrival of Medic 116 an assessment using the cardiac monitor was made and it was 
determined that the patient’s heart was not beating and there was no electrical activity. 
Due to the efforts of these team members electrical activity was restored and the patient’s 
heart began to beat again and his blood pressure increased to a level that would sustain 
life.  
 
Medals of Valor, Medal of Commendation and Life Saving Awards - Engine 114, B Shift 
On December 17, 2007, members of Engine 114 were in the process of cleaning up at a 
vehicle accident scene when they were confronted with an unexpected emergency. As the 
flow of traffic was restored at the original accident scene a vehicle pulled through the 
intersection, backfired and burst into flames. The driver of the vehicle appeared stunned 
and the car continued to roll forward with flames extending from the engine compartment 
over and into the passenger compartment. Without regard for possible personal injury, 
Captain/Paramedic John Else and Apparatus Operator/Paramedic Charles Harpold rushed 
to the vehicle, reached inside the interior to unlock the door and pull the driver to safety. 
During the rescue Sub Apparatus Operator Russell Hughes readied the engine for 
relocation and he, Captain Else and Apparatus Operator Harpold quickly extinguished the 
flames.

AGREEMENT WITH JACOBS CARTER BURGESS 
 
This is a request to authorize the city manager to modify the existing professional services 
agreement with Carter and Burgess, Inc. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
At the October 18, 2005 City Council meeting, the Council authorized the city manager to enter 
into a contract with Carter and Burgess, Inc., to initiate the master planning process of the 
downtown Carrollton LRT station.  As part of this contract, Carter and Burgess put together a 
team of professionals to address each of the major tasks of this project.  One of the team 
members is SPPRE, which is to provide consulting support in the formation of public-private 
partnerships. 
 
Contract Amendment # 1 modified the contract and compensation to add services for their sub-
consultant SPPRE to assess the value of private developer proposals in the TOD area and help 
the city develop a land acquisition strategy.  Contract Amendment # 2 modified the contract to 
add federal provisions to the base contract to meet the requirements from the Federal Transit 
Authority that was required before the city could be reimbursed for this work under the federal 
earmark that was approved in 2006. 
 
Contract Amendment #3 is to adjust the scope of services and the compensation of the master 
Carter and Burgess contract to modify the work on phase 2.  The additional work includes 
further defining the East Belt Line Yard site for the relocation of Mercer Yard.  This effort will 
include working with the former Columbian Country Club to mitigate the impacts of the rail 
yard.  Additionally, minor items have been added and subtracted from the scope of services to 
reflect the changes in conditions since the original phase 2 scope was developed in the fall of 
2005.  One such item includes the change in name of the firm from Carter and Burgess to Jacobs 
Carter Burgess.  
 
FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS: 
Contract amendment #3 will increase the base contract by $99,930.00 to a total not to exceed 
$662,822.00.  Funding is available in 503 TOD 04G8 (Lawson 854 102/100 58 0199).  Note that 
these funds are eligible for 80 percent reimbursement under the FTA grant that DART is 
administering for the city although to date, DART has not accepted this modification. 
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IMPACT ON COMMUNITY SUSTAINABILITY: 
This project will make significant contributions to the sustainability of Carrollton by establishing 
a definitive plan and phasing for the ultimate station area.  
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION/ACTION DESIRED: 
Staff recommends authorizing the City Manager to approve Contract Amendment #3 with Jacobs

Funding for the additional construction work in the amount of $44,325.00 is available in 
Account Unit 854460 (Streets Consolidated) in the amount of $15,100.00 and Account Unit 
854102 (Transit Oriented Development Projects) in the amount of $29,225.00 for a total of 
$44,325.00.  This total represents a 1.41% increase in the total project cost.

SUBJECT: PROPOSED PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE CONSOLIDATION 
 
BACKGROUND:   
At the February 19, 2008 City Council Worksession staff presented an overview of the property 
maintenance code revision process.  During this briefing staff received approval to proceed in two 
phases:  consolidation and amendment.  This agenda item presents the first phase, consolidation of 
current codes into a single title of the Carrollton Code of Ordinances.   
 
Consolidation:  Currently staff relies on an adoption and amendment of the 1994 Uniform Housing 
Code for many property maintenance concerns.  While these provisions are generally adequate to 
promote sound maintenance of our housing stock, the Uniform Housing Code is no longer being 
published or updated.  The adoption is also located in Title 15, Chapter 150, Construction Codes, whereas 
other property maintenance provisions are located in Title 9, Health, Safety and Property Maintenance. 
 
The proposed ordinance takes the fundamental provisions of the Housing Code and rephrases them 
directly into the Carrollton Code of Ordinances.  It also relocates these provisions into Title 9, creating a 
new Chapter 96.  This addresses the double need of having a single, currently available document and 
having it in a common location with other health, safety and property maintenance provisions.  This 
proposal also moves the Single-Family Rental requirements from Chapter 118 into Chapter 96. 
 
Update:  There are a number of property maintenance provisions that need revision, ranging from 
residential occupancies to vehicle storage.  Staff will work jointly with the Neighborhood Advisory 
Commission in developing an analysis of these provisions and presenting them for review at a summer 
2008 Council agenda. 
 
FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS:   
This item has no financial implications for current or future operating budgets. 
 
IMPACT ON COMMUNITY SUSTAINABILITY:   
Consolidation and revision will strengthen and streamline the city’s ability to safeguard public health and 
well-being.  They will specifically contribute to the goals of enhancing and revitalizing neighborhoods. 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION/ACTION DESIRED:   
Staff recommends City Council adoption of the proposed consolidating ordinance.

Chapter 96.08 Termination of Utility Services 
Chapter 96.09 Repair, Vacation and Demolition 
Chapter 96.10 Appeals 
Chapter 96.11 Penalty 

 
CHAPTER 96:  SINGLE & MULTI-FAMILY HOUSING CODE 

 
96.01 DEFINITIONS 
 

For the purpose of this chapter, the following terms, words, and derivations thereof shall have the 
meaning given herein, unless the context clearly indicates or requires a different meaning: 

 
 Approved – Approved by the duly authorized representative of the City Manager and means 
complying with all applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations and ordinances and shall conform 
with applicable nationally recognized standards or specifications. 
 
 Basement – That portion of a building which is partly or completely below grade. 
 
 Bathroom – A room containing plumbing fixtures including a bathtub or shower. 
 
 Bedroom – Any room or space used or intended to be used for sleeping purposes. 
 
 City – Shall mean the City of Carrollton 
 
 Code Official – the official who is charged with the administration and enforcement of this code, 
or any duly authorized representative of the City Manager. 
 
 Comfortable Temperature Zone – Means no less than 70 degrees Fahrenheit and no more than 80 
degrees Fahrenheit. 



Condemn – To adjudge unfit for occupancy. 
 
 Designated city official or DCO – The City Manager.  The term may include the City Manager’s 
designee or delegated staff or duly authorized representative of the City Manager. 
 
 Dwelling Unit – A single unit providing complete, independent living facilities for one or more 
persons, including permanent provisions for living, sleeping, eating, cooking and sanitation. 
 
 Exterior Property – The open space on the premises and on adjoining property under the control 
of owners or operators of such premises. 
 
 Extermination – the control and elimination of insects, rats, pests or other vermin by eliminating 
their harborage places; by removing or making inaccessible materials that serve as their food; by poison 
spraying, fumigating, trapping or by any other approved pest elimination methods. 
 
 Garbage – Decayable waste, including vegetable, animal, and fish offal and animal and fish 
carcasses, but does not include sewage, body waste, or an industrial byproduct. 
 
 Guard- A building component or a system of building components located at or near the open 
sides of elevated walking surfaces that minimizes the possibility of a fall from the walking surface to a 
lower level. 
 
 Habitable Space – Space in a structure for living, sleeping, eating or cooking.  Bathrooms, toilet 
rooms, closets, halls, storage or utility spaces, and similar areas are not considered habitable spaces. 
 
 Hot Water – Is water supplied to a plumbing fixture at a temperature of not less than 110 degrees 
Fahrenheit. 
 
 Housekeeping Unit – A room or group of rooms forming a single habitable space equipped and 
intended to be used for living, sleeping, cooking and eating which does not contain, within such a unit, a 
toilet, lavatory and bathtub or shower. 
 
 Imminent Danger – A condition which could cause serious or life threatening injury or death at 
any time. 
 Improper – Means not approved, inadequate, deteriorated, defective, insufficient or not in 
operating condition. 
 

Infestation – The presence, within or contiguous to, a structure or premises of insects, rats, vermin 
or other pests. 
 
 Labeled – Devices, equipment, appliances, or materials to which has been affixed a label, seal, 
symbol or other identifying mark of a nationally recognized testing laboratory, inspection agency or other 
organization concerned with product evaluation that maintains periodic inspection of the production of 
the above labeled items and by whose label the manufacturer attests to compliance with applicable 
nationally recognized standards. 
 
 Let for Occupancy or LET – To permit, provide or offer possession or occupancy of a dwelling, 
dwelling unit, rooming unit, building, premise or structure by a person who is or is not the legal owner of 



record thereof, pursuant to a written or unwritten lease, agreement or license, or pursuant to recorded or 
unrecorded agreement of contract for the sale of land. 
 
 Multi-Family Dwelling –  any building, or portion thereof, which is designed, built, rented, 
leased, let or hired out to be occupied as three (3) or more apartments, or which is occupied as the home 
or residence of three (3) or more families living independently of each other and maintaining separate 
cooking facilities. 
 
 Nuisance – The following shall be defined as nuisances: 
 

1. Any public nuisance known at common law or in equity jurisprudence. 
2. Any attractive nuisance that may prove detrimental to children whether in a building, 

on the premises of a building or on an unoccupied lot.  This includes any abandoned 
wells, shafts, basements or excavations; abandoned refrigerators and motor vehicles; 
any structurally unsound fences or structures; or any lumber, trash, fences debris or 
vegetation that may prove a hazard for inquisitive minors. 

3. Whatever is dangerous to human life or detrimental to health, as determined by the 
code official. 

4. Overcrowding a room with occupants. 
5. Insufficient ventilation or illumination. 
6. Inadequate or unsanitary sewage or plumbing facilities. 
7. Uncleanliness, as determined by the code official. 
8. Whatever renders, air, food or drink unwholesome or detrimental to the health of 

human beings, as determined by the code official. 
 
 Occupancy – The purpose for which a building or portion thereof is utilized or occupied. 
 
 Occupant – Any individual living or sleeping in a building, or having possession of a space 
within a building. 
 Openable Area – That part of a window, skylight or door which is available for unobstructed 
ventilation and which opens directly to the outdoors. 
 
 Operating Condition – Means free of leaks, is safe, sanitary and in good working order. 
 
 Operator – Any person who has charge, care or control of a structure or premises which is let or 
offered for occupancy. 
 
 Owner – Any person, agent, operator, firm or corporation having a legal or equitable interest in 
the property; or recorded in the official records of the state, county or municipality as holding title to the 
property; or otherwise having control of the property, including the guardian of the estate of any such 
person, and the executor or administrator of the estate of such person if ordered to take possession of real 
property by a court. 
 
 Person – An individual, corporation, partnership or any other group acting as a unit. 
 
 Premises – A lot, plot or parcel of land, easement or public way, including any structures thereon. 
 



 Property – All privately owned property, including vacant land or a building used for residential, 
commercial, business, industrial, or religious purposes.  The term includes a yard, ground, walk, 
driveway, fence, porch, steps, or other structure appurtenant to the property. 
 
 Property Manager – means any person, agent, operator, firm or corporation who, for any form of 
consideration, has managing control of a premises. 
 
 Refuse – Garbage, rubbish, paper, and other decayable and nondecayable waste. 
 
 Rent – Means the offering, holding out or actual leasing of a rental unit to an occupant other than 
the owner and generally involves the payment of a rental amount although other forms of consideration 
may be involved or no consideration at all may be involved. 
 
 Rental Unit – Is single-family dwelling unit, duplex dwelling unit, a town home dwelling unit, or 
a multi-family dwelling unit or portion thereof that is rented or offered for rent as a residence. 
 
 Rooming House – A building arranged or occupied for lodging, with or without meals, for 
compensation and not occupied as a one- or two-family dwelling. 
 
 Rubbish – Nondecayable waste. 
 
 Single Family Dwelling – means either a detached building having separate accommodations for, 
and occupied by not more than, two (2) families, whereby each individual dwelling unit is located on a 
separate lot of record as a result of a property line being coincident with the common wall separating each 
dwelling unit, such that dwelling units may be individually owned; or a detached building having 
accommodations for, and occupied by not more than, one (1) family, or by one family and not more than 
four (4) boarders or lodgers. 
 
 Structure – That which is built or constructed or a portion thereof. 
 
 Tenant – A person, corporation, partnership or group, whether or not the legal owner of record, 
occupying a building or portion thereof as a unit. 
 
 Toilet Room – A room containing a water closet or urinal but not a bathtub or shower. 
 
 Ventilation – The natural or mechanical process of supplying conditioned or unconditioned air to, 
or removing such air from, any space. 
 
 Yard – An open space on the same lot with a structure. 
 
 
96.02 SINGLE-FAMILY RENTAL REGISTRATION 
 

(A)  Single Family Rental Registration 
(1) A person who rents, leases or lets to another person a single family dwelling shall register 

that property with the City and shall renew such registration annually on the date 
prescribed by the DCO.   



(2) The DCO shall within 30 days after receipt of the registration application, either issue a 
certificate of registration or provide notification to the owner  the application does not 
comply with the established requirements of this article. 

(3) A certificate of registration shall be valid for a period of twelve (12) calendar months 
following the date of issuance. 

(4) Single family registration is not assignable or transferable 
(5) A person possessing single family dwellings at more than one location that are offered 

for rent or are rented shall file a separate registration for each location. 
(6) Application for rental registration shall be made upon a form provided by the city for 

such purpose, and shall include at the least the following information: 
(a) Owner’s name, address, and work and home telephone number, driver 

license number, or identification card number and state of issuance to the 
owner. 

(b) If owner is a partnership, the name of all partners, the principal business 
address, and telephone number of each partner; 

(c) If owner is a corporation, the person registering must state whether it is 
organized under the laws of this state or is a foreign corporation, and must 
show the mailing address, business location, telephone number, name of a 
person in charge of the local office of such corporation, if any, and the 
names of the registered agent, all officers and directors or trustees of such 
corporation, and, if a foreign corporation, the place of incorporation. 

(d) Name, address, and telephone number of the property manager; 
(e) Street address of the rental unit; 
(f) Name, driver license number or identification number and state of 

issuance for each primary or principal tenant over the age of eighteen 
(18); 

(g) Number of persons occupying the rental unit; 
(h) Whether there has been a change of occupancy or an additional tenant of 

the rental unit since the date of last registration; and  
(i) Be signed by the owner or owner’s agent. 

(7) Upon change of ownership of a single family dwelling that is rented or is offered for rent, 
a new registration must be submitted by the new owner to the City within thirty (30) days 
after the date of acquiring ownership of a rental property. 

(8) It shall be an offense if the person who owns a single family dwelling, that is rented or 
offered for rent, fails to complete and submit a complete, accurate and timely registration 
to the City. 

(9) It shall be an offense for a person to own or possess a single family dwelling that is 
rented, or is offered for rent, that is not registered with the City. 

(10) It is an offense for an owner to fail to register and/or to renew the     registration for the 
owner’s rental units within the city, and each and every day that the owner continues to 
fail to register and/or renew the registration of the owner’s rental units within the city 
shall constitute a separate offense. 

 
    (B)  RESERVED  
 
    (C) Renewal or Registration 



(1) The DCO shall send each registered owner of a rental unit within the city a renewal 
notice for registration accompanied by registration application to be completed and 
returned by the owner. 

(2) A registered owner of a rental property or the owner’s agent shall, upon receipt of the 
renewal notice, complete and return a completed registration application for each rental 
property within the specified time documented on  the renewal notice.  If an owner does 
not receive a renewal notice, it is the owner’s responsibility to nonetheless renew the 
registration for each rental unit within the city.  It is an offense for an owner to fail to file 
a completed annual registration application for each rental property on or before the dates 
specified in the renewal notice.  

(3) A registered owner of a rental property, or the owner’s agent shall renew the registration 
for each rental property on or before the date prescribed by subsection 96.02(A). 

(4) It is an offense for an owner to fail to file a completed annual registration application for 
each rental property on or before the dates specified in the renewal notice. 

 
96.03 DUTIES AND POWERS OF THE DESIGNATED CITY OFFICIAL 
 

(A) The DCO shall enforce the provisions of this code. 
 

(B) The DCO shall have authority as necessary in the interest of public health, safety and general 
welfare, to adopt and promulgate rules and procedures; to interpret and implement the provisions 
of this code; to secure the intent thereof; and to designate requirements applicable because of 
local climatic or other conditions.  Such rules shall not have the effect of waiving structural or 
fire performance requirements specifically provided for in this code, or of violating accepted 
engineering methods involving public safety. 

 
(C) The DCO shall make all of the required inspections, or shall accept reports of inspection by 

approved agencies or individuals.  All reports of such inspections shall be in writing and be 
certified by a responsible officer of such approved agency or by the responsible individual. The 
DCO is authorized to engage such expert opinion as deemed necessary to report upon unusual 
technical issues that arise, subject to the approval of the appointing authority. 

 
(D) The DCO may inspect a rental property on an annual or periodic basis or if the renewal of a 

registration for a rental property or other evidence indicates that a change of occupancy of one or 
more tenants has occurred at a rental property to determine compliance with applicable state and 
local laws as needed. 

 
(E) The DCO is authorized to enter the structure or premises at reasonable times or at any other time 

when authorized by law to inspect subject to constitutional restrictions on unreasonable searches 
and seizures.  If entry is refused or not obtained, the DCO is authorized to pursue recourse as 
provided by law. 

 
(F) The DCO is authorized to obtain a search warrant to conduct an inspection permitted by this 

section when probable cause exists to believe a fire or health hazard or violation or unsafe 
building condition is present on the premises sought to be inspected.  A search warrant is not 
authorized based solely upon the failure of an owner to allow an inspection under this section. 

 
(G) The DCO shall issue all necessary notices or orders to ensure compliance with this code. 



 
(H) The DCO shall keep official records of all business and activities of the department specified in 

the provisions of this code.   
 

(I) Whenever in the enforcement of this code or another code or ordinance, the responsibility of 
more than one DCO of the jurisdiction is involved, it shall be the duty of the code officials 
involved to coordinate their inspections and administrative orders as fully as practicable so that 
the owners and occupants of the structure shall not be subjected to visits by numerous inspectors 
or multiple or conflicting orders.  Whenever, an inspector from any agency or department 
observes an apparent or actual violation of some provision of some law, ordinance or code not 
within the inspector’s authority to enforce, the inspector shall report the findings to the official 
having jurisdiction. 

 
(J) Whenever there are practical difficulties involved in carrying out the provisions of this code, the 

DCO shall have the authority to grant modifications for individual cases, provided the DCO 
shall first find that special individual reasons makes the strict letter of this code impractical and 
the modification is in compliance with the intent and purpose of this code and that such 
modifications does not lessen health, life, and fire safety requirements.  The details of action 
granting modifications shall be recorded and entered in the departmental files. 

 
(K) The City is authorized to obtain a search warrant to conduct an inspection permitted by this 

section when consent to enter the property for an inspection has been refused or otherwise 
cannot be obtained; provided, however, that no search warrant shall be obtained without 
probable cause to believe that fire or health hazard or violation or unsafe building condition is 
present on the premises sought to be inspected.  A search warrant is not authorized based solely 
upon the failure of an owner to obtain a permit under this section. 

 
 
96.04 VIOLATIONS 
 

(A) It shall be unlawful for an owner of any premises to be in violation of any provisions of this 
code. 

 
(B) It shall be unlawful for an owner or occupant of a single family or multi-family dwelling to 

occupy, or allow occupation of any structure or building that has been placarded as substandard 
by the city. 

 
(C) Unless otherwise specified in this article, no culpable mental state is required for the commission 

of an offense under this code. 
 

(D) It is a violation for any person to deface or remove a condemnation placard without the approval 
of the code official. 

 
(E) The DCO shall serve a notice of violation or order in accordance of this code. 

 
(F) Notice shall be in accordance with all of the following: 
 

(1) Be in writing. 



(2) Include a legal description of the real estate sufficient for identification. 
(3) Include a statement of the violation or violations and why the notice is being issued. 
(4) Include a correction order allowing a reasonable time to make the repairs and 

improvements required to bring the dwelling unit, structure, or property into compliance 
with the provisions of this code. 

(5) Include a statement of the right to file a lien in accordance with this code. 
 

(G) If the notice of violation is not complied with, the DCO shall institute the appropriate proceeding 
at law or inequity to restrain, correct or abate such violations, or to require the removal or 
termination of the unlawful occupancy of the structure in violation of the provisions of this code 
or of the order or direction made pursuant thereto.  Any action taken by the authority having 
jurisdiction on such premises shall be charged against the real estate upon which the structure is 
located and shall be a lien upon such real estate. 

 
(H) In addition to imposing a criminal penalty, the City shall have the power to enforce any 

provision of this code and any applicable provisions of the Code of Ordinances under the 
provisions of subchapters B and C of Chapter 54 of the Texas Local Government Code.  No 
enforcement remedy shall be exclusive of any the City may have under state law or city 
ordinances.   

 
(I) Any person, who shall violate a provision of this code, or fail to comply therewith, or with any 

of the requirements thereof, shall be prosecuted within the limits provided by state and local 
laws.  Each day that a violation continues after due notice has been served shall be deemed a 
separate offense. 

 
(J) The imposition of the penalties herein prescribed shall not preclude the legal officer of the 

jurisdiction from instituting appropriate action to restrain, correct or abate a violation, or to 
prevent illegal occupancy of a building, structure or premises, or to stop an illegal act, conduct, 
business or utilization of the building, structure or premises.  

 
(K) It shall be unlawful for the owner of any dwelling unit or structure who has received a 

compliance order or upon whom a notice of violation has been served to sell, transfer, mortgage, 
lease or otherwise dispose of such dwelling unit or structure to another until the provisions of the 
compliance order or notice of violation have been complied with, or until such owner shall first 
furnish the grantee, transferee, mortgagee or lessee, acknowledging the receipt of such 
compliance order or notice of violation and fully accepting the responsibility without condition 
for making the corrections or repairs required by such compliance order or notice of violation. 

 
 
96.05 SUBSTANDARD PREMISES 
 
(A)   General.  Any building or portion thereof that is determined to be an unsafe building in accordance 
with Section 102 of the Building Code, or any building or portion thereof, including any dwelling unit, 
guest room or suite of rooms, or the premises on which the same is located, in which there exists any of 
the conditions referenced in this section to an extent that endangers the life, limb, health, property, safety 
or welfare of the public or the occupants thereof, shall be deemed and hereby are declared to be 
substandard buildings. 
 



(B)   Inadequate Sanitation.  Buildings or portions thereof shall be deemed substandard when they are 
insanitary.  Inadequate sanitation shall include, but not be limited to, the following: 
 

1) Lack of or improper water closet, lavatory, bathtub or shower in a dwelling unit or lodging house. 
2) Lack of or improper water closet, lavatories, and bathtubs or showers per number of guests in a 

hotel. 
3) Lack of or improper kitchen sink in a dwelling unit. 
4) Lack of hot and cold running water to plumbing fixtures in a hotel. 
5) Lack of hot and cold running water to plumbing fixtures in a dwelling unit or lodging house. 
6) Lack of adequate heating facilities. 
7) Lack of or improper operation of required ventilating equipment. 
8) Lack of minimum amounts of natural light and ventilation required by this code. 
9) Room and space dimensions less than required by this code. 
10) Lack of required electrical lighting. 
11) Dampness of habitable rooms. 
12) Infestation of insects, vermin or rodents as determined by the health officer. 
13) General dilapidation or improper maintenance. 
14) Lack of connection to required sewage disposal system. 
15) Lack of adequate garbage and rubbish storage and removal facilities as determined by the health 

officer. 
 
(C)   Structural Hazards.  Buildings or portions thereof shall be deemed substandard when they are or 
contain structural hazards.   Structural hazards shall include, but not be limited to, the following: 

(1) Deteriorated or inadequate foundations. 
(2) Defective or deteriorated flooring or floor supports. 
(3) Flooring or floor supports of insufficient size to carry imposed loads with safety. 
(4) Members of walls, partitions or other vertical supports that split, lean, list or buckle due to 

defective material or deterioration. 
(5) Members of walls, partitions or other vertical supports that are of insufficient size to carry 

imposed loads with safety. 
(6) Members of ceilings, roofs, ceiling and roof supports, or other horizontal members, that sag, split 

or buckle due to defective material or deterioration. 
(7) Members of ceilings, roofs, ceiling and roof supports, or other horizontal members that are of 

insufficient size to carry imposed loads with safety. 
(8) Fireplaces or chimneys that list, bulge or settle due to defective material or deterioration. 
(9) Fireplaces or chimneys that are insufficient size or strength to carry imposed loads with safety. 

 
(E)  Nuisances.  Buildings or portions thereof in which there exists any nuisance as defined in this code 
are deemed substandard buildings. 
 
(F)  Hazardous Electrical Wiring. Electrical wiring that was installed in violation of code requirements 
in effect at the time of installation or electrical wiring not installed in accordance with generally accepted 
construction practices in areas where no codes were in effect or that has not been maintained in good 
condition or that is not being used in a safe manner shall be considered substandard. 
 
(G)  Hazardous Plumbing. Plumbing that was installed in violation of code requirements in effect at the 
time of installation or plumbing not installed in accordance with generally accepted construction practices 



in areas where no codes were in effect or that has not been maintained in good condition or that is not 
free of cross-connections or siphonage between fixtures shall be considered substandard. 
 
(H)   Hazardous Mechanical Equipment.  Mechanical equipment that was installed in violation of code 
requirements in effect at the time of installation or mechanical equipment not installed in accordance with 
generally accepted construction practices in areas where no codes were in effect or that has not been 
maintained in good and safe condition shall be considered substandard.  
 
(I)   Faulty Weather Protection.  Buildings or portions thereof shall be considered substandard when 
they have faulty weather protection, which shall include, but not be limited to, the following: 
 

(1) Deteriorated, crumbling or loose plaster. 
(2) Deteriorated or ineffective waterproofing of exterior walls, roof, foundations or floors, including 

broken windows or doors. 
(3) Defective or lack of weather protection for exterior wall coverings, including lack of paint, or 

weathering due to lack of paint or other approved protective covering. 
(4) Broken, rotted, split or buckled exterior wall coverings or roof coverings. 

 
(J)   Fire Hazard.  Any building or portion thereof, device, apparatus, equipment, combustible waste, or 
vegetation that, in the opinion of the chief of the fire department, is in such a condition as to cause a fire 
or explosion or provide a ready fuel to augment the spread and intensity of fire or explosion arising from 
any cause shall be considered substandard. 
 
(K)   Faulty Materials of Construction.  The use of materials of construction, except those that are 
specifically allowed or approved by this code and the Building Code, and that have been adequately 
maintained in good and safe condition, shall cause a building to be substandard. 
 
(L)   Hazardous or Insanitary Premises.  The accumulation of weeds, vegetation, junk, dead organic 
matter, debris, garbage, offal, rat harborages, stagnant water, combustible materials, and similar materials 
or conditions on a premises constitutes fire, health or safety hazards that shall be abated in accordance 
with the procedures specified in this code. 
 
(M)   Inadequate Exits.  Except for those buildings or portions thereof that have been provided with 
adequate exit facilities conforming to the provisions of this code, buildings or portions thereof whose exit 
facilities were installed in violation of code requirements in effect at the time of their construction or 
whose exit facilities have not been increased in number or width in relation to any increase in occupant 
load due to alterations, additions or change in use or occupancy subsequent to the time of construction 
shall be considered substandard. 
 
Notwithstanding compliance with code requirements in effect at the time of their construction, buildings 
or portions thereof shall be considered substandard when the building official finds that an unsafe 
condition exists through an improper location of exits, a lack of an adequate number or width of exits, or 
when other conditions exist that are dangerous to human life. 
 
(N)  Inadequate Fire-protection or Firefighting Equipment.  Buildings or portions thereof shall be 
considered substandard when they are not provided with the fire-resistive construction or fire-
extinguishing systems or equipment required by this code, except those buildings or portions thereof that 
conformed with all applicable laws at the time of their construction and whose fire-resistive integrity and 



fire-extinguishing systems or equipment have been adequately maintained and improved in relation to 
any increase in occupant load, alteration or addition, or any change in occupancy. 
 
(O)   Improper Occupancy.  All buildings or portions thereof occupied for living, sleeping, cooking or 
dining purposes that were not designed or intended to be used for such occupancies shall be considered 
substandard. 
 
(P)  Faulty Smoke Detectors or Insufficient Number of Smoke Detectors.  
Buildings or portions thereof shall be considered substandard when they are not provided with the proper 
number of smoke detectors as required by the City of Carrollton Fire Code or have allowed faulty or 
defective smoke detectors in a dwelling unit. 
 
(Q)  Improperly Maintained Roofs.  Roofs shall be maintained in good condition to prevent buckling, 
rotting, curling, or other defects.  In the event that an improperly maintained roof is found to be failing, 
the City may require repair or replacement of the roof to prevent consequential damage to the structure.  
Roof replacement materials, if not replaced on the entirety of the surface, shall be a similar material and 
appearance of the existing roof.  Roof defects, when accompanied by other minimum housing violations, 
shall establish grounds for an interior inspection of the dwelling to determine failure of the roof and the 
existence of other deficiencies related thereto. 
 
(R)  Unsecured Buildings.  Any building that is vacant and open.  A building is open if any door, 
window or other opening is not securely closed to prevent unauthorized entry. 

 
(S)  Open Flame Cooking Devices.  Charcoal burners and other open-flame cooking devices shall not 
be operated on combustible balconies or within ten (10) feet of combustible construction. 
  
 Exceptions: 

(1) One and two-family dwellings. 
(2) Where buildings, balconies and decks are protected by an automatic sprinkler system. 

 
Liquefied-petroleum-gas-fueled cooking devices (LP gas) with a water capacity greater than 5 pounds 
shall not be located on combustible balconies or within ten (10) feet of combustible construction. 
 
 
96.06 REQUIRED STANDARDS 
 
(A)  ROOM DIMENSIONS 

(1) Ceiling Heights.  Habitable space shall have a ceiling height of not less than 7 feet 6 inches (2286 
mm) except as otherwise permitted in this section.  Kitchens, halls, bathrooms and toilet compartments 
may have a ceiling height of not less than 7 feet (2134 mm) measured to the lowest projection from the 
ceiling.  Where exposed beam ceiling members are spaced at less than 48 inches (1219 mm) on center, 
ceiling height shall be measured to the bottom of these members.  Where exposed beam ceiling members 
are spaced at 48 inches (1219 mm) or more on center, ceiling height shall be measured to the bottom of 
the deck supported by these members, provided that the bottom of the members is not less than 7 feet 
(2134 mm) above the floor. 
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
