ADDENDA

ANNUAL CONTRACT FUNDING
The city operates on a fiscal year that ends on September 30th.  Because state law mandates that a municipality may not commit funds beyond a fiscal year, this bid is subject to cancellation if funds for this commodity are not approved in the next fiscal year.
ASSIGNMENT OF PROPOSAL/CONTRACT
The successful bidder may not assign their rights and duties under and award without the written consent of the City’s Purchasing Manager.  Such consent shall not relieve the assignor of liability in event of default by their assignee.
PROPOSAL CONSIDERATION / TABULATION
Until final award of the Contract, the city reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive technicalities, and to re-advertise for new bids, or proposed to do the work otherwise in the best interests of the City.  
NOTE:  The selected vendor will be expected to agree to and sign off on the City’s Agreement for Professional Services (attached).
The following items will be considered when an award is based on best value:
· The purchase price;
· The reputation of the bidder and of the bidder’s goods or services;
· The quality of the bidders’ goods or services; 
· The extent to which the goods or services meet the municipality’s needs;
· The bidder’s past relationship with the municipality;
· The impact on the ability of the municipality to comply with laws and rules relating to contracting with historically underutilized businesses and nonprofit organizations employing persons with disabilities;
· The total long-term cost to the municipality to acquire the bidder’s goods or services; and
· Any relevant criteria specifically listed in the request for bids or proposals.
BID SUBMISSION
Bids may be submitted in person, electronically or by mail.

· To submit a bid via mail, all documents must be returned and an original signature provided on the proposal to bidders sheet. 
· Bids will not be accepted in either format without a signature.
The City is not responsible for mail service.  
CANCELLATION OF BIDS
Bids may be cancelled with 30 days written notice with good cause.
CHANGES OR ALTERATIONS
No part of this bid may be changed/altered in any way.  Vendors must submit written requests to change any specifications/conditions with their proposal.  Changes made without submission of a written request to this bid will result in disqualification.
COMPLETING INFORMATION
Bidder must fill in all information asked for in the blanks provided under each item.  Failure to comply may result in rejection of the Bid at the City’s option.
CONTRACT CLAUSE 
All bidders understand and agree that the vendor’s bid response will become a legally binding contract upon acceptance in writing by the City.  This contract may be superceded only if replaced with a more extensive contract that is agreed to by both parties.
DEFAULT
In case of default of the successful bidder, the city of Carrollton may procure the articles from other sources and hold the bidder responsible for any excess cost occasioned thereby.
INDEMNIFICATION
In case any action in court is brought against the Owner, or any officer or agent of the Owner, for the failure, omission, or neglect of the vendor to perform any of the covenants, acts, matters, or things by this contract undertaken; or for injury or damage caused by the alleged negligence of the vendor or his subcontractors or his or their agents, or in connection with any claim based on lawful demands of subcontractors, workmen, materialmen, or suppliers the vendor shall indemnify and save harmless the Owner and his officers and agents, from all losses, damages, costs, expenses, judgments, or decrees arising out of such action.
INSURANCE
Deductibles, of any type, are the responsibility of the vendor/contractor.
MISCELLANEOUS
Successful bidder(s) agrees to extend prices to all entities that have entered into or will enter into joint purchasing inter-local cooperation agreements with the city of Carrollton.  As such, the city of Carrollton has executed an inter-local agreement with certain other governmental entities authorizing participation in a cooperative purchasing program.  The successful vendor may be asked to provide product/services, based upon the bid price, to any other participant in the forum.
The City operates on a fiscal year that ends on September 30th.  State law mandates that a municipality may not commit funds beyond a fiscal year; this bid is subject to cancellation if funds for this commodity are not approved in the next fiscal year. 
PAYMENT TERMS & CONDITIONS
All bids shall specify terms and conditions of payment, which will be considered as part of, but not control, the award of bid.  City review, inspection, and processing procedures ordinarily require thirty (30) days after receipt of invoice, materials or service.  Bids which call for payment before 30 days from receipt of invoice, or cash discounts given on such payment, will be considered only if in the opinion of the Purchasing Manager the review, inspection and processing procedures can be completed as to the specific purchases within the specified time.
It is the intention of the city of Carrollton to make payment on completed orders within thirty (30) days of receiving invoicing unless unusual circumstances arise.  Invoices shall be fully documented as to labor, materials and equipment provided.  Orders will be placed by the Purchasing Department and must be given a Purchase Order Number to be valid.  No payments shall be made on invoices not listing a Purchase Order Number.  No partial payment will be made.
Payment will not be made by the City until the vendor has been given a Purchase Order Number, has furnished proper invoice, materials, or services, and otherwise complied with City Purchasing procedures, unless this provision is waived by the City.  
PROVISIONAL CLAUSES
The city of Carrollton will not enter into any contract where the cost is provisional upon such clauses as are known as “escalator” or “cost-plus” clauses.

REJECTION OF BIDS
The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids or to waive technicalities at its option when in the best interests of said City.
Bids will be considered irregular if they show any omissions, alteration of form, additions, or conditions not called for, unauthorized alternate bids or irregularities of any kind.  However, the City reserves the right to waive any irregularities and to make the award in the best interests of the City.
The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids, and all bids submitted are subject to this reservation.  Bids may be rejected, among other reasons, for any of the following specific reasons:
· Bids received after the time limit for receiving bids as stated in the advertisement.
· Proposal containing any irregularities.
· Unbalanced value of any items.
Bidders may be disqualified and their bids not considered, among other reasons, for any of the following specific reasons:
· Reason for believing collusion exists among the Bidders.
· Reasonable grounds for believing that any Bidder is interested in more than one Proposal for the work contemplated.
· The Bidder being interested in any litigation against the City.
· The Bidder being in arrears on any existing contract or having defaulted on a previous contract.
· Lack of competency as revealed by a financial statement, experience and equipment, questionnaires, etc.
· Uncompleted work, which in the judgment of the City will prevent or hinder the prompt completion of additional work if awarded.
REQUEST FOR NON-CONSIDERATION
Bids deposited with the City cannot be withdrawn prior to the time set for opening bids.  Request for non-consideration of bids must be made in writing to the Purchasing Manager and received by the City prior to the time set for opening bids.  After other bids are opened and publicly read, the Proposal for which non-consideration is properly requested may be returned unopened.  The Proposal may not be withdrawn after the bids have been opened, and the Bidder, in submitting the same, warrants and guarantees that this bid has been carefully reviewed and checked and that it is in all things true and accurate and free of mistakes and that such bid will not and cannot be withdrawn because of any mistake committed by the Bidder.
SALES TAX
The total for each bid submitted must include any applicable taxes.  Although the City is exempt from most City, State, or Federal taxes, this is not true in all cases.  It is suggested that taxes, if any, be separately identified, itemized, and stated on each bid.  The City cannot determine for the bidder whether or not the bid is taxable to the City.  The bidder through the bidder’s attorney or tax consultant must make such determination.  Bills submitted for taxes after the bids are awarded will not be honored.

NOTICE TO THE AGENT

If this time requirement is not met, the City has the right to declare this vendor non-responsible and award the contact the next lowest/responsible bidder meeting the specifications. 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BACKGROUND
The City of Carrollton is a home rule municipality of approximately 125,000 population utilizing the council manager form of government.  The City employs 830 personnel in positions including police, fire, public works, library, parks, code enforcement, building inspections and a variety of administrative responsibilities.  It has a total annual payroll of $50 million.  The City does not participate in social security but in addition to its participation in a multiple employer, agent defined benefit plan, it also  sponsors a IRS Section 457, Deferred Compensation Plan that is administered by: Nationwide (formally PEBSCO) and ICMARC.  Both have been providers for the City in excess of 25-30 years.
Upon withdrawal from social security in the early 1980’s, the City created a deferred compensation match.  Any employee that contributes 4.65% of their base compensation, the City matches with 2.65% which vests immediately.  No match is available if an employee contributes less than the 4.65% minimum and the amount of the match does not increase if the employee contribution exceeds 4.65% of compensation.  As a result of this match program, the City has experienced a high participation rate both in terms of enrollment and percentages of pay contributed.  Appendix B illustrates participation rates and contributions and balances for the last three calendar years.
  In addition to the Section 457 plans, the City offers two additional IRS qualified retiree savings options through ICMARC and a Social Security substitute (OBRA) plan with Nationwide:
· In 2009, the City converted to a non-contributory defined contribution retiree health plan for employees with less than 20 years of city service (non-grandfathered employees).  Employees begin receiving annual contributions after ten years of service with the City.  These contributions increase for each five years additional service and fully vest after 20 years of service.  This plan is structured as a Retiree Health Savings plan.
· In 2008, the City began offering a ROTH retirement savings option.  This option is not subject to the 4.65%/2.35% match available for the 457 plans.
· The OBRA plan includes contributions for temporary, and part-time employees that do not qualify for the City’s defined benefit plan.
Investment options available to participants of the deferred compensation and other retiree plans are available in Appendix C.
PURPOSE OF THIS RFP
The City is issuing this RFP to obtain a knowledgeable consultant to assist in the procurement of a consolidated Deferred Compensation provider.  The goals for the consolidation of the deferred compensation providers are:
· Use economies of scale to obtain the best possible investment options, lowest possible expense structure, as well as complimentary financial planning and retirement planning services for plan participants.
· Ease of administration and improvement of provider reporting.
· Tailor and reflect investment offerings and services of the consolidated provider to fit the changing demographics and needs of the City’s current and future workforce.
· Exercise the City’s fiduciary responsibility regarding the procurement and oversight of the consolidated provider and specific investment offerings.
· Clear transition plan for transferring balances from the existing providers to the new consolidated provider.
· Employee buy-in for both the need for and winning consolidated provider.
CONSULTANT DELIVERABLES/TASKS
The consultant’s proposal should contemplate the following tasks:
· Assessment of the City’s current plans and the oversight and administration of those plans
· Meeting with the employee focus group to:
· Educate the group regarding available options.
· Assess the “fit” of the current plan structure and possible changes to consider as part of the consolidation.
· Identification of qualified deferred compensation providers that will receive the RFP.
· Drafting of the RFP for a consolidated deferred compensation provider.
· Evaluation and rating of responses including development of an objective rating criteria.
· Participate and advise the City regarding negotiating and drafting of contract for winning provider.
· Development of a transition plan for converting from current providers to new consolidated provider.
· Drafting of a new charter for the City’s fiduciary committee outlining membership and ongoing responsibilities.
OPTIONAL SERVICES
Dependent on the success of the core services and the determination of need upon the selection of the consolidated 457 provider, the City may elect to retain the consultant on an annual basis for the ongoing monitoring of the consolidated 457 provider and assisting the fiduciary committee in the completion of their duties.

STRUCTURE OF CONSULTING PROPOSAL
Prospective consultant’s proposal should include the following:
A. Background and history of firm.  Include all facts relevant to the proposal including age, size, location, specific areas of specialization and types of clients served.
B. Specific consultants assigned to the engagement.  Include a resume for each consultant that includes the specific qualities and experience that would make them successful in this engagement.
C. Workplan for meeting the requirements of this RFP.  Include specific resources, skills, experience or strategies that can distinguish your firm from other proposers. Specify the number of in-person contemplated for completion of the engagement.
D. Experience and references for similar engagements.  Include brief description of the nature of the engagement, entity receiving the services and contact person at that entity.
E. Proposed fee.  Provide the total all-inclusive Maximum Price including any related travel or other incidental or out of pocket expenses.  The City will not be responsible for expenses incurred in preparing and submitting the proposal. Such costs should not be included in the proposal. An annual retainer should be quoted for the optional services quoted above including a description of the base services the annual retainer includes.
F. Contractual Arrangements. G. Rates for additional Professional Services or Optional Services. If it should become necessary for the City to request the consultant to render any additional services to either supplement the services requested in this request for proposals, then such additional work shall be performed only if set forth in an addendum to the contract between the City and the firm. Any such additional work agreed to between the City and the firm shall be performed at the rates set forth in the proposal under the heading “Rates for Additional Services”. 
The City does not expect nor desire for a significant amount of time or expense to be incurred in responding to this RFP.  A concise proposal that clearly communicates an understanding of the City’s needs and an ability to meet those needs in a timely and professional manner will be given far more weight than a lengthy proposal on expensive paper. Electronic submissions in PDF format to bids@cityofcarrollton.com  is the preferred method of submittal.  This mailbox has been designed to accept submissions as large as 10-15 mgb and has had most spam filtering removed.  

EVALUATION AND AWARD
Evaluation Process
[bookmark: _GoBack]Proposals submitted by 11:30 p.m. (4:30 p.m. for physical submissions) July 13, 2015 in response to the RFP will be reviewed by City staff. Based on this review, interviews with a selection committee may be scheduled with the firms considered to be the best qualified, although interviews will not necessarily be scheduled with all firms responding to the RFP.  In the event that a finalist firm is outside of the immediate DFW metroplex, teleconferencing or telephone interviews may be arranged.
Final selection of the consultant will be made by the City Manager or his designees and approved by City Council. Although not intended to be all inclusive, following is a list of factors in order of importance, which will be considered in making the selection.
1. Extent and quality of similar consulting experience of the individual or firm, local office personnel to be involved, based on information provided by the firm as well as references of former and present clients.

2. Consultant's ability and willingness to meet the requirements and needs of the City with respect to the study as outlined in this RFP and as demonstrated in the proposal. 

3. Proven ability of the firm to meet work schedules, as well as existing and future time commitments of persons assigned to the project and ability to communicate effectively with City staff, City Council, and citizen groups.

4. Proposed cost of the engagement. Although a significant factor, fees charged may not be the dominant factor.
The award of any contract will be made to the firm, which in the opinion of the City is best qualified, based on the criteria listed above. 
RIGHT TO REJECT
Submission of a proposal indicates acceptance by the firm of the conditions contained in this request for proposals unless clearly and specifically noted in the proposal submitted and confirmed in the contract between the City and the firm selected. 
The City reserves the right without prejudice to reject any and all proposals submitted without any obligation or payment for costs incurred by proposing firms. Proposals received late will be returned to the sender and not considered. The City reserves the right, where it may serve the City's best interest, to request additional information or clarification from all proposers, to allow corrections of errors or omissions, or to discuss points in the proposal before and after submission, all of which may be used in forming a recommendation. The City reserves the right to waive any and all formalities contained within this request for proposal except for the deadline for filing. Proposals received late will not be considered.

	THIS CONTRACT is made and entered into by and between the CITY OF CARROLLTON, a Texas municipal corporation, located in Dallas County, Texas (hereinafter called “City”) and ______________________, a ____________ corporation with its principal offices located at ______________________________ (hereinafter called “Contractor”).

1.	DESCRIPTION OF WORK
	A.	For the consideration agreed below to be paid to Contractor by City, Contractor shall provide Section 457 Deferred Compensation Consultant Services for the City of Carrollton, hereinafter called the “Services.”  The Services are to be performed in a good and professional manner and shall conform in every respect to the Services set forth in Contractor's Informal Quote (the “Bid”), and as required by the City’s request for proposal dated June 17, 2015 which are attached hereto as Exhibit A. 
	B.	All of the documents referred to in Subsection A of this Section 1 are incorporated by reference and made a part of this Contract for all purposes as though each were written word for word in this Contract; provided, however, that in case of a conflict in the language of the Bid, including the Bid terms and conditions, and this Contract, the terms and conditions of this Contract shall control and are final and binding on both parties. Contractor and City further agree that should any dispute or questions arise respecting the true construction or meaning of any of these documents, the true meaning shall be decided by City and such decision shall be binding and conclusive upon Contractor.
2.	QUALIFICATIONS, EXPERIENCE AND COORDINATION
	Contractor represents that, prior to submitting the Bid and executing this Contract, Contractor became and remains thoroughly acquainted with all matters relating to the performance of this Contract, all applicable laws and all of the terms and conditions of this Contract. All Services under this Contract shall be coordinated under, and performed to the satisfaction of, City Manager, or his designated representative hereinafter called “city representative.” City is authorized to withhold payment of funds under this Contract for Services not performed in accordance with the terms of this Contract.
3.	PAYMENT
	Upon completion of periodic performance of the Services by Contractor, and receipt and approval of Contractor's invoices, submitted periodically to the city representative, City will pay Contractor in accordance with the Bid. Contractor’s periodic and final invoices shall be accompanied by sufficient backup information as required by the City representative. Total payments by City during the term of this Contract, however, shall not exceed ________________________ and ___/100 Dollars ($________.00), which amount (or a portion of the amount where the Contract term may exceed one year) is set aside and segregated for the purpose of paying for the Services in accordance with the terms of this Contract. 

4.	TERM; SCHEDULE
	The term of this Contract shall commence on ___________________ and terminate on _______________, unless sooner terminated in accordance with the provisions of this Contract. The schedule for completion of the Services shall be as provided in the Bid; where the Bid does not provide for time of completion, the schedule shall be as provided by the City representative. For good cause shown by Contractor, the City representative may extend the time to perform the Services.
5.	COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS
	A.	This Contract is entered into subject to and controlled by the Charter and ordinances of the City of Carrollton and all applicable laws, rules, and regulations of the State of Texas and the Government of the United States of America. Contractor shall, during the course of performance of this Contract, comply with all applicable City codes and ordinances, as amended, and all applicable State and Federal laws, rules and regulations, as amended.
6.	INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
	Contractor's status shall be that of an independent contractor and not an agent, servant, employee, or representative of City in the performance of the Services. Contractor shall exercise independent judgment in performing duties under this Contract and is solely responsible for setting working hours, scheduling or prioritizing the work flow and determining how the work is to be performed.  No term or provision of this Contract or act of Contractor in the performance of this Contract shall be construed as making Contractor the agent, servant or employee of City, or making Contractor or any of its employees eligible for the fringe benefits, such as retirement, insurance and worker’s compensation, which City provides its employees.

7.	INDEMNITY
	Contractor agrees to defend, indemnify and hold City, its officers, agents and employees, harmless against any and all claims, lawsuits, judgments, costs and expenses for personal injury (including death), property damage or other harm for which recovery of damages is sought, suffered by any person or persons, that may arise out of or be occasioned by Contractor's breach of any of the terms or provisions of this Contract, or by any negligent or strictly liable act or omission of Contractor, its officers, agents, employees or subcontractors, in the performance of this Contract; except that the indemnity provided for in this paragraph shall not apply to any liability resulting from the sole negligence or fault of City, its officers, agents, employees or separate contractors, and in the event of joint and concurring negligence or fault of Contractor and City, responsibility and indemnity, if any, shall be apportioned in accordance with the law of the State of Texas, without waiving any governmental immunity available to City under Texas law and without waiving any defenses of the parties under Texas law. The provisions of this paragraph are solely for the benefit of the parties to this Contract and are not intended to create or grant any rights, contractual or otherwise, to any other person or entity.

8.	INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
	A.	Contractor agrees to obtain and maintain in effect the following polices of insurance written as primary coverage and not contributing with or in excess of any coverage which it may carry.  These policies will be issued by an insurance carrier with a Best’s rating of at least A, VII, which affords the following coverages through self insurance or otherwise: (a) Workers' Compensation Insurance for all Contractor's employees, including coverage under the applicable state and federal laws where the work will be performed.  Contractor shall also require that all of its subcontractors maintain similar Workers' Compensation coverage.  (b)  Employer's Liability Insurance, typically coverage B of the Workers' Compensation policy, with limits of a minimum of: (i) $1,000,000 for each accident for bodily injury by accident, (ii) $1,000,000 for bodily injury by disease, and (iii) $1,000,000 for each employee for bodily injury by disease.  Contractor shall also require that all of its subcontractors maintain similar Employer's Liability coverage. (c) Commercial Professional Liability Insurance that includes the city as an additional insured. Limits shall be a minimum of: $1,000,000 per occurrence for errors and omissions and (ii) $2,000,000 annual aggregate.    Contractor shall also require that any subcontractor maintain similar professional liability insurance.  
	B.	Approval, disapproval or failure to act by City regarding any insurance supplied by Contractor or its subcontractors shall not relieve Contractor of full responsibility or liability for damages, errors, omissions or accidents as set forth in this Contract. The bankruptcy or insolvency of Contractor’s insurer or any denial of liability by Contractor’s insurer shall not exonerate Contractor from the liability or responsibility of Contractor set forth in this Contract. 
9.	TERMINATION
	City’s City representative may, at its option and without prejudice to any other remedy City may be entitled to at law, in equity or elsewhere under this Contract, terminate further work under this Contract in whole or in part for cause or for the convenience of City by giving at least ten (10) days advance written notice of termination to Contractor, with the understanding that all performance being terminated shall cease as of a date to be specified in the notice.  Contractor may, at its option and without prejudice to any other remedy Contractor may be entitled to at law, in equity or elsewhere under this Contract, terminate further work under this Contract in whole or in part for cause by giving at least ten (10) days advance written notice of termination to City, with the understanding that all performance being terminated shall cease as of a date to be specified in the notice. City shall equitably compensate Contractor in accordance with the terms of this Contract for Contract work properly performed prior to the date of termination specified in the notice, following inspection and acceptance of same by City's City representative. Contractor shall not, however, be entitled to lost or anticipated profits should City choose to exercise its option to terminate.
13.	NOTICES
	Except as otherwise provided in Section 12, any notice, payment, statement, or demand required or permitted to be given under this Contract by either party to the other may be effected by personal delivery in writing or by mail, postage prepaid. Mailed notices shall be addressed to the parties at the addresses appearing below, but each party may change its address by written notice in accordance with this section. Mailed notices shall be deemed communicated as of three (3) days after mailing.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST QUESTIONNAIRE


Effective January 1, 2006, Chapter 176 of the Texas Local Government Code went into effect which requires that any vendor or person considering doing business with a local government entity disclose in the Questionnaire Form CIQ, the vendor or person’s affiliation or business relationship that might cause a conflict of interest with a local government entity. By law, this questionnaire must be filed with the City Secretary of the City of Carrollton not less than the 7th business day after the person becomes aware of facts that require the statement to be filed.
