CONFLICT OF INTEREST QUESTIONNAIRE


[bookmark: _GoBack]Effective January 1, 2006, Chapter 176 of the Texas Local Government Code went into effect which requires that any vendor or person considering doing business with a local government entity disclose in the Questionnaire Form CIQ, the vendor or person’s affiliation or business relationship that might cause a conflict of interest with a local government entity. By law, this questionnaire must be filed with the City Secretary of the City of Carrollton not less than the 7th business day after the person becomes aware of facts that require the statement to be filed. 

A recent amendment to this state law that went into effect on September 1, 2007 now allows for two changes to the original statute:

1. The Conflict of Interest Questionnaire only needs to be filled out and returned with your quote if you or your company are aware of a conflict, and,
1. If the amount of the conflict exceeds $2,500

It is the responsibility of every vendor filling out and returning this quote to determine if there is a conflict meeting the parameters listed above. If so, the City of Carrollton requires that this Questionnaire be completed and turned in with your quote. If there is no conflict, or if the amount of the conflict is less than $2,500, then you are not required to submit the Questionnaire with your quote. 

See Section 176.006, Local Government Code which reads “A person commits an offense if the person violates Section 176.006, Local Government Code. An offense under this section is a Class C misdemeanor.”
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
