ANNUAL CONTRACT FUNDING

The city operates on a fiscal year that ends on September 30th.  Because state law mandates that a municipality may not commit funds beyond a fiscal year, this bid is subject to cancellation if funds for this commodity are not approved in the next fiscal year.

ASSIGNMENT OF PROPOSAL/CONTRACT

The successful bidder may not assign their rights and duties under and award without the written consent of the City’s Purchasing Manager.  Such consent shall not relieve the assignor of liability in event of default by their assignee.

PROPOSAL CONSIDERATION / TABULATION

Until final award of the Contract, the city reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive technicalities, and to re-advertise for new bids, or proposed to do the work otherwise in the best interests of the City.  

NOTE:  The selected vendor will be expected to agree to and sign off on the City’s Agreement for Professional Services (attached).

The following items will be considered when an award is based on best value:

· The purchase price;

· The reputation of the bidder and of the bidder’s goods or services;

· The quality of the bidders’ goods or services; 

· The extent to which the goods or services meet the municipality’s needs;

· The bidder’s past relationship with the municipality;

· The impact on the ability of the municipality to comply with laws and rules relating to contracting with historically underutilized businesses and nonprofit organizations employing persons with disabilities;

· The total long-term cost to the municipality to acquire the bidder’s goods or services; and

· Any relevant criteria specifically listed in the request for bids or proposals.

BID SUBMISSION

Bids may be submitted in person or by mail.

· To submit a bid via mail, all documents must be returned and an original signature provided on the proposal to bidders sheet. 

· Bids will not be accepted without a signature.

· The City is not responsible for mail service.  

CANCELLATION OF BIDS

Bids may be cancelled with 30 days written notice with good cause.

CHANGES OR ALTERATIONS

No part of this bid may be changed/altered in any way.  Vendors must submit written requests to change any specifications/conditions with their proposal.  Changes made without submission of a written request to this bid will result in disqualification.

COMPLETING INFORMATION

Bidder must fill in all information asked for in the blanks provided under each item.  Failure to comply may result in rejection of the Bid at the City’s option.

CONTRACT CLAUSE 
All bidders understand and agree that the vendor’s bid response will become a legally binding contract upon acceptance in writing by the City.  This contract may be superseded only if replaced with a more extensive contract that is agreed to by both parties.

DEFAULT

In case of default of the successful bidder, the city of Carrollton may procure the articles from other sources and hold the bidder responsible for any excess cost occasioned thereby.

INDEMNIFICATION
In case any action in court is brought against the Owner, or any officer or agent of the Owner, for the failure, omission, or neglect of the vendor to perform any of the covenants, acts, matters, or things by this contract undertaken; or for injury or damage caused by the alleged negligence of the vendor or his subcontractors or his or their agents, or in connection with any claim based on lawful demands of subcontractors, workmen, materialmen, or suppliers the vendor shall indemnify and save harmless the Owner and his officers and agents, from all losses, damages, costs, expenses, judgments, or decrees arising out of such action.

INSURANCE

Deductibles, of any type, are the responsibility of the vendor/contractor.
MISCELLANEOUS

Successful bidder(s) agrees to extend prices to all entities that have entered into or will enter into joint purchasing inter-local cooperation agreements with the city of Carrollton.  As such, the city of Carrollton has executed an inter-local agreement with certain other governmental entities authorizing participation in a cooperative purchasing program.  The successful vendor may be asked to provide product/services, based upon the bid price, to any other participant in the forum.

The City operates on a fiscal year that ends on September 30th.  State law mandates that a municipality may not commit funds beyond a fiscal year; this bid is subject to cancellation if funds for this commodity are not approved in the next fiscal year. 

PAYMENT TERMS & CONDITIONS

All bids shall specify terms and conditions of payment, which will be considered as part of, but not control, the award of bid.  City review, inspection, and processing procedures ordinarily require thirty (30) days after receipt of invoice, materials or service.  Bids which call for payment before 30 days from receipt of invoice, or cash discounts given on such payment, will be considered only if in the opinion of the Purchasing Manager the review, inspection and processing procedures can be completed as to the specific purchases within the specified time.

It is the intention of the City of Carrollton to make payment on completed orders within thirty (30) days of receiving invoicing unless unusual circumstances arise.  Invoices shall be fully documented as to labor, materials and equipment provided.  Orders will be placed by the Purchasing Department and must be given a Purchase Order Number to be valid.  No payments shall be made on invoices not listing a Purchase Order Number.  No partial payment will be made.
Payment will not be made by the City until the vendor has been given a Purchase Order Number, has furnished proper invoice, materials, or services, and otherwise complied with City Purchasing procedures, unless this provision is waived by the City.  

Should an interlocal cooperative purchasing program be agreed to with other governmental entities, each entity shall be responsible for timely payment of invoices for their respective cooperation agreement in accordance with this RFP.

PROVISIONAL CLAUSES

The City of Carrollton will not enter into any contract where the cost is provisional upon such clauses as are known as “escalator” or “cost-plus” clauses.

REJECTION OF BIDS

The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids or to waive technicalities at its option when in the best interests of said City.

Bids will be considered irregular if they show any omissions, alteration of form, additions, or conditions not called for, unauthorized alternate bids or irregularities of any kind.  However, the City reserves the right to waive any irregularities and to make the award in the best interests of the City.

The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids, and all bids submitted are subject to this reservation.  Bids may be rejected, among other reasons, for any of the following specific reasons:

· Bids received after the time limit for receiving bids as stated in the advertisement.

· Proposal containing any irregularities.

· Unbalanced value of any items.

Bidders may be disqualified and their bids not considered, among other reasons, for any of the following specific reasons:

· Reason for believing collusion exists among the Bidders.

· Reasonable grounds for believing that any Bidder is interested in more than one Proposal for the work contemplated.

· The Bidder being interested in any litigation against the City.

· The Bidder being in arrears on any existing contract or having defaulted on a previous contract.

· Lack of competency as revealed by a financial statement, experience and equipment, questionnaires, etc.

· Uncompleted work, which in the judgment of the City will prevent or hinder the prompt completion of additional work if awarded.

REQUEST FOR NON-CONSIDERATION

Bids deposited with the City cannot be withdrawn prior to the time set for opening bids.  Request for non-consideration of bids must be made in writing to the Purchasing Manager and received by the City prior to the time set for opening bids.  After other bids are opened and publicly read, the Proposal for which non-consideration is properly requested may be returned unopened.  The Proposal may not be withdrawn after the bids have been opened, and the Bidder, in submitting the same, warrants and guarantees that this bid has been carefully reviewed and checked and that it is in all things true and accurate and free of mistakes and that such bid will not and cannot be withdrawn because of any mistake committed by the Bidder.

SALES TAX

The total for each bid submitted must include any applicable taxes.  Although the City is exempt from most City, State, or Federal taxes, this is not true in all cases.  It is suggested that taxes, if any, be separately identified, itemized, and stated on each bid.  The City cannot determine for the bidder whether or not the bid is taxable to the City.  The bidder through the bidder’s attorney or tax consultant must make such determination.  Bills submitted for taxes after the bids are awarded will not be honored.
The City will not pay commissions and all costs should be quoted net of commission.  Any such fees should be noted separately.
MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

EVALUATION CRITERIA AND FACTORS

Award of contract shall be made to the most responsible, responsive offeror whose proposal is determined to be the best value, taking into consideration the relative importance of price and other factors set forth in the Request For Proposal below.

I. SPECIAL CONDITIONS AND SCOPE OF SERVICES

General Information

The City of Carrollton is seeking an experienced gymnastics program general manager or company to oversee all gymnastics programming and maintain gymnastics equipment for the Parks and Recreation Department.

The City desires contractor to begin for the fall season which starts September 5, 2017. Classes for the fall season have already been advertised. The City desires those classes to be honored.
Background

Carrollton Parks and Recreation has a healthy gymnastics program which currently runs out of the back gymnasium of Rosemeade Recreation Center. Four days a week, the gym is set up for gymnastics classes that include preschool, beginner, intermediate and advanced classes and recreational team activities. The City owns gymnastics equipment and has designated storage space. Currently the gymnastics program general manager works with the City Recreation Supervisor. 

Contractor’s Responsibilities/Services Required:

1. Oversight of Gymnastics Programs - The Contractor shall be responsible for overseeing and planning all the gymnastics programs and will be expected to run programs in a professional, safe, fun and educational manner. Contractor should develop the descriptions to include in the Leisure Connections magazine and all Contractor classes should run on time according to the schedule published. Program lesson plans should be age appropriate and provide for the age range of pre-K to 18 years old.  All programs should be gymnastic in nature.

2. Staffing – It is expected that the Contractor will hire all staff as needed to instruct gymnastics classes.  Contractor will work with City staff to complete hiring process of its employee’s by submitting information as required by law for criminal background check clearance. No employees or instructors shall begin working at the facility until a background check has been completed and the person is cleared, by the City. The Contractor will be required to have Workers’ Compensation insurance for all staff. Contractor is responsible for staffing class sessions appropriate for safety and instruction.

3. Supplies and Equipment – The City owns a variety of gymnastics equipment which is available for the Contractor to use (see Attachment A). Contractor is expected to keep this equipment clean and in safe working order through frequent inspections. Contractor will be responsible for neglect or damage of equipment. Contractor is to report any equipment maintenance issues to the City Recreation Supervisor as soon as they are aware of issues. Contractor is responsible for taking out any piece they deem unsafe.

4. Facilities – Currently Contractor will have access to the Rosemeade Recreation Center back gymnasium four days each week either Monday to Thursday or Tuesday to Friday. Equipment must be taken down and stored daily after each class. 

5. Leisure Connection Magazine - The Marketing Department produces and publishes a Leisure Connection magazine three times per year. The Contractor is responsible for providing the City with a complete list of programs to be offered for inclusion in the Leisure Connections while keeping with production deadlines provided by the City. The City has the final approval of program content, fees and schedule. All material must be submitted in the format required. Once material is approved and published, Contractor is expected to adhere to schedule, classes and fees. Once submitted, changes will be mutually agreed upon. Classes for the fall season have already been advertised. The City desires those classes to be honored (see Attachment B).
6. City Staff – The Contractor will be expected to work closely with the City Recreation Supervisor in all aspects of running and facilitating a gymnastics program. Responsibilities will include but not limited to submitting future class schedules in a timely manner, attending meetings and trainings as needed, keeping required insurance up-to-date, following the Parks and Recreation Department (PARD) refund policies and inclement weather policies, distributing and collecting comment cards, checking classes through the registration software system and providing timely notifications of class changes.

7. Level of Usage and Income – The City expects that the Contractor will diligently look to improve and increase classes. The City reserves the right to discontinue the gymnastics contract. The current monthly average gross income is over $7,000. The expectation is that the program will continue to grow in size and revenue. 

8. Payment – The City currently retains a percentage of revenues from programs run through the City. The City will consider percentage split or flat fee payment proposals.

II. EVALUATION CRITERIA TO BE GROUPED INTO PERCENTAGE FACTORS AS FOLLOWS:

30% - Experience in operating, managing, and maintaining gymnastics programs and equipment. Provide all contracts for the past 5 - 10 years of managing programs of this size within this age group.

30% -  Financial plan and financial resources of the Contractor to outline payment proposal and to show ability to maintain and increase current gymnastics income levels.
20% - Operating plan, maintenance and management approach. Proposals that are most likely to increase the gymnastics programs and to improve the gymnastic experience of participants will earn maximum points.
20% -  Professional qualifications and experience of the individuals who will be staffing the gymnastics classes.
Review:

Proposals will be reviewed and ranked. Interviews may be conducted with the top Contractors selected by the committee. The top candidate must be approved by the City Council before contract award is official.
The initial term of the contract is to be no more than five years maximum, with an initial period of three years and an option of two one-year renewals. The City reserves the right to require additional or more stringent terms and conditions, or to waive any term or condition as a result of negotiations.
The City is looking for proposals which include percentage of class revenues; however, City will evaluate any other options proposed by potential contractor.
Submittals:

Respondents may recommend any changes or additions to the contractor’s responsibility section that they believe are important to enhance the success of gymnastics operations.

Responses to this Request for Proposals should contain the following information:

1. Provide a general narrative description of contractor’s philosophy and overall approach. 
2. Document contractor’s qualifications and experience in the operation, maintenance and management of gymnastics programs.
3. Provide financial and operating plan for sustainability and growth of programs.

4. Include a plan for equipment replacement. The City will consider lease to own proposals with the City as purchaser.
5. Provide at least three (3) gymnastics industry related references, particularly for services provided to public agencies which contractor has been involved with over the past 5 – 10 years.

6. Identify the qualifications and experience of the key staff in the operation of the program.
7. Identify any proposed modifications or alternatives the contractor recommends to the Contractor’s Responsibilities and Services Required section.

8. Provide 5 complete submittals, one original and four copies of same.
9. There is no page limit for the response to this RFP however excessive attachments may negatively affect scoring of your response.

WHEREAS,
City desires to obtain professional services from Consultant for ________________________________; and 

WHEREAS,
Consultant is an architectural, engineering, professional planning, urban design, or landscape architecture firm qualified to provide such services and is willing to undertake the performance of such services for City in exchange for fees hereinafter specified; NOW, THEREFORE,


THAT IN CONSIDERATION of the covenants and agreements hereinafter contained and subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter stated, the parties hereto do mutually agree as follows:

I.

Employment of Consultant

Consultant will perform as an independent contractor all services under this Contract to the prevailing professional standards consistent with the level of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of the architectural, engineering and planning professions, both public and private, currently practicing in the same locality under similar conditions including but not limited to the exercise of reasonable, informed judgments and prompt, timely action.  If Consultant is representing that it has special expertise in one or more areas to be utilized in this Contract, then Consultant agrees to perform those special expertise services to the appropriate local, regional and national professional standards.

II.

Scope of Services

Consultant shall perform such services as are necessary to _______________________ specifically including, but not necessarily limited to, the tasks enumerated more fully in Attachment “A” and “B” hereto entitled “Scope of Work” (hereafter referred to as the “Project”). Attachment “A” and “B” is hereby incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof as if written word for word.  However, in case of conflict in the language of Attachment “A” or “B” and this Contract, the terms and conditions of this Contract shall be final and binding upon both parties hereto.

III.

Payment for Services

Total payment for services described herein shall be a sum not to exceed _______Thousand ______________ and No/100 Dollars ($_____________).  This total payment for services includes Consultant’s ordinary expenses.  Additional expenses, which are extraordinary in nature, shall be approved in advance by City in writing signed by the parties.  Such extraordinary expenses may be paid as incurred and billed to the City pursuant to this Contract over and above the total payment amount identified in this provision.  Any extraordinary expenses not approved in writing in advance by the City shall remain the sole responsibility of the Consultant.  




Within thirty (30) days of receipt of each such monthly invoice City shall make monthly payments in the amount shown by Consultant’s approved monthly statements and other documentation submitted.  


Nothing contained in this Contract shall require City to pay for any work that is unsatisfactory as determined by City or which is not submitted in compliance with the terms of this Contract, nor shall failure to withhold payment pursuant to the provisions of this section constitute a waiver of any right, at law or in equity, which City may have if Consultant is in default, including the right to bring legal action for damages or for specific performance of this Contract.  Waiver of any default under this Contract shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent default.  

IV.
Revisions of the Scope of Services

City reserves the right to revise or expand the scope of services after due approval by City as City may deem necessary, but in such event City shall pay Consultant equitable compensation for such services.  In any event, when Consultant is directed to revise or expand the scope of services under this Section of the Contract, Consultant shall provide City a written proposal for the entire costs involved in performing such additional services.  Prior to Consultant undertaking any revised or expanded services as directed by City under this Contract, City must authorize in writing the nature and scope of the services and accept the method and amount of compensation and the time involved in all phases of the Project.  


It is expressly understood and agreed by Consultant that any compensation not specified in Paragraph III herein above may require Carrollton City Council approval and is subject to the current budget year limitations.  

V.

Term


This Contract shall begin on the date first written above, and shall terminate when City has approved the Project as being final or otherwise terminates this Contract as provided herein.

VI.
Contract Termination Provision

This Contract may be terminated at any time by City for any cause by providing Consultant thirty (30) days written notice of such termination.  Upon receipt of such notice, Consultant shall immediately terminate working on, placing orders or entering into contracts for supplies, assistance, facilities or materials in connection with this Contract and shall proceed to promptly cancel all existing contracts insofar as they are related to this Contract.   

VII.
Ownership of Documents

All materials and documents prepared or assembled by Consultant under this Contract shall become the sole property of City and shall be delivered to City without restriction on future use.  Consultant may retain in its files copies of all drawings, specifications and all other pertinent information for the work.  Consultant shall have no liability for changes made to any materials or other documents by others subsequent to the completion of the Contract.

VIII.

Insurance Requirements
A.
Before commencing work, Consultant shall, at its own expense, procure, pay for and maintain during the term of this Contract the following insurance written by companies approved by the state of Texas and acceptable to the City.  Consultant shall furnish to the City of Carrollton Purchasing Manager certificates of insurance executed by the insurer or its authorized agent stating coverages, limits, expiration dates and compliance with all applicable required provisions.  Certificates shall reference the project/contract number and be provided to the City.

1.
Commercial General Liability insurance, including, but not limited to Premises/Operations, Personal & Advertising Injury, Products/Completed Operations, Independent Contractors and Contractual Liability, with minimum combined single limits of $1,000,000 per-occurrence, $1,000,000 Products/Completed Operations Aggregate and $1,000,000 general aggregate.  Coverage must be written on an occurrence form.  The General Aggregate shall apply on a per project basis. 

2.
Workers’ Compensation insurance with statutory limits; and Employers’ Liability coverage with minimum limits for bodily injury:  a) by accident, $100,000 each accident, b) by disease, $100,000 per employee with a per policy aggregate of $500,000.  

3.
Business Automobile Liability insurance covering owned, hired and non-owned vehicles, with a minimum combined bodily injury and property damage limit of $100,000 per occurrence.

4.
Professional Liability Insurance to provide coverage against any claim which the consultant and all consultants engaged or employed by the consultant become legally obligated to pay as damages arising out of the performance of professional services caused by error, omission or negligent act with minimum limits of $2,000,000 per claim, $2,000,000 annual aggregate.

NOTE:
If the insurance is written on a claims-made form, coverage shall be continuous (by renewal or extended reporting period) for not less than thirty-six (36) months following completion of the contract and acceptance by the City of Carrollton. 

B.
With reference to the foregoing required insurance, the consultant shall endorse applicable insurance policies as follows:

1.
A waiver of subrogation in favor of City of Carrollton, its officials, employees, and officers shall be contained in the Workers’ Compensation insurance policy.

2.
The City of Carrollton, its officials, employees and officers shall be named as additional insureds on the Commercial General Liability policy, by using endorsement CG2026 or broader.

3..
All insurance policies shall be endorsed to the effect that City of Carrollton will receive at least thirty (30) days’ notice prior to cancellation, non-renewal, termination, or material change of the policies.

C.
All insurance shall be purchased from an insurance company that meets a financial rating of B+VI or better as assigned by A.M. Best Company or equivalent.

IX.
Right to Inspect Records

Consultant agrees that City shall have access to and the right to examine any directly pertinent books, documents, papers and records of Consultant involving transactions relating to this Contract.  Consultant agrees that City shall have access during normal working hours to all necessary Consultant facilities and shall be provided adequate and appropriate work space in order to conduct audits in compliance with the provisions of this section.  City shall give Consultant reasonable advance notice of intended audits.


Consultant further agrees to include in subcontract(s), if any, a provision that any subcontractor or engineer agrees that City shall have access to and the right to examine any directly pertinent books, documents, papers and records of such engineer or sub-contractor involving transactions to the subcontract, and further, that City shall have access during normal working hours to all such engineer or sub-contractor facilities and shall be provided adequate and appropriate work space, in order to conduct audits in compliance with the provisions of the paragraph.  City shall give any such engineer or sub-contractor reasonable advance notice of intended audits.  

X.
Successors and Assigns

City and Consultant each bind themselves and their successors, executors, administrators and assigns to the other party to this contract and to the successors, executors, administrators and assigns of such other party in respect to all covenants of this Contract.  Neither City nor Consultant shall assign or transfer its interest herein without the prior written consent of the other.  

XI.
CONSULTANT’s Liability

Acceptance of the final plans by the City shall not constitute nor be deemed a release of the responsibility and liability of Consultant, its employees, associates, agents or consultants for the accuracy and competency of their designs, working drawings, specifications or other documents and work; nor shall such acceptance be deemed an assumption of responsibility by City for any defect in the designs, working drawings, specifications or other documents and work; nor shall such acceptance be deemed an assumption of responsibility by City for any defect in the designs, working drawings, specifications or other documents and work prepared by said Consultant, its employees, associates, agents or sub-consultants.  

XII.

INDEMNIFICATION


CONSULTANT DOES HEREBY COVENANT AND CONTRACT TO WAIVE ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, RELEASE, DEFEND, INDEMNIFY, AND HOLD HARMLESS THE CITY, ITS CITY COUNCIL, OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES, AND AGENTS, IN BOTH THEIR PUBLIC AND PRIVATE CAPACITIES, FROM AND AGAINST ALL LIABILITY, CAUSES OF ACTION, CITATIONS, CLAIMS, COSTS, DAMAGES, DEMANDS, EXPENSES, FINES, JUDGMENTS, LOSSES, PENALTIES OR SUITS, WHICH IN ANY WAY ARISE OUT OF, RELATE TO, OR RESULT FROM CONSULTANT’S PERFORMANCE UNDER THIS CONTRACT OR WHICH ARE  CAUSED BY THE INTENTIONAL WRONGFUL ACTS OR NEGLIGENT ACTS OR OMISSIONS OF CONSULTANT, ITS SUBCONTRACTORS, ANY OFFICERS, AGENTS OR EMPLOYEES OF EITHER CONSULTANT OR ITS SUBCONTRACTORS, AND ANY OTHER THIRD PARTIES FOR WHOM OR WHICH CONSULTANT IS LEGALLY RESPONSIBLE (THE “INDEMNIFIED ITEMS”) SUBJECT TO THE LIMITATIONS IN TEXAS LOCAL GOVERNMENT CODE § 271.904 (A) AND TEXAS CIVIL PRACTICE AND REMEDIES CODE, § 130.002 (B).


BY WAY OF EXAMPLE, THE INDEMNIFIED ITEMS MAY INCLUDE PERSONAL INJURY AND DEATH CLAIMS AND PROPERTY DAMAGE CLAIMS, INCLUDING THOSE FOR LOSS OF USE OF PROPERTY.


INDEMNIFIED ITEMS SHALL INCLUDE ATTORNEYS’ FEES AND COSTS, COURT COSTS, AND SETTLEMENT COSTS.  INDEMNIFIED ITEMS SHALL ALSO INCLUDE ANY EXPENSES, INCLUDING ATTORNEYS’ FEES AND EXPENSES, INCURRED BY AN INDEMNIFIED INDIVIDUAL OR ENTITY IN ATTEMPTING TO ENFORCE THIS INDEMNITY.


In its sole discretion, the City shall have the right to approve counsel to be retained by Consultant in fulfilling its obligation to defend and indemnify the City.  Consultant shall retain approved counsel for the City within seven (7) business days after receiving written notice from the City that it is invoking its right to indemnification under this Contract.  If Consultant does not retain counsel for the City within the required time, then the City shall have the right to retain counsel and the Consultant shall pay these attorneys’ fees and expenses.  The City retains the right to provide and pay for any or all costs of defending indemnified items, but it shall not be required to do so.  

XIII.

Independent Contractor

Consultant’s status shall be that of an Independent Contractor and not an agent, servant, employee or representative of City in the performance of this Contract.  No term or provision of or act of Consultant or City under this Contract shall be construed as changing that status.  Consultant will have exclusive control of and the exclusive right to control the details of the work performed hereunder, and shall be liable for the acts and omissions of its officers, agents, employees, contractors, subcontractors and engineers and the doctrine of respondent superior shall not apply as between City and Consultant, its officers, agents, employees, contractors, subcontractors and engineers, and nothing herein shall be construed as creating a partnership or joint enterprise between City and Consultant.

XIV.

Default

If at any time during the term of this Contract, Consultant shall fail to commence the work in accordance with the provisions of this Contract or fail to diligently provide services in an efficient, timely and careful manner and in strict accordance with the provisions of this Contract or fail to use an adequate number or quality of personnel to complete the work or fail to perform any of its obligations under this Contract, then City shall have the right, if Consultant shall not cure any such default after thirty (30) days written notice thereof, to terminate this Contract.  Any such act by City shall not be deemed a waiver of any other right or remedy of City.  If after exercising any such remedy due to Consultant’s nonperformance under this Contract, the cost to City to complete the work to be performed under this Contract is in excess of that part of the Contract sum which has not theretofore been paid to Consultant hereunder, Consultant shall be liable for and shall reimburse City for such excess.  Consultant’s liability under this provision shall be limited to the total dollar amount of this Contract.  


City’s remedies for Consultant’s default or breach under this Contract shall be limited to one or more of the following remedies which may be exercised separately or in combination at City’s sole exclusive choice: 


(a)
Specific performance of the Contract; 


(b)
Re-performance of this Contract at no extra charge to City; or,


(c)
Monetary damages in an amount not to exceed the greater of: 



(1)
The amount of any applicable insurance coverage Consultant is required to purchase and maintain under this Contract plus any deductible amount to be paid by Consultant in conjunction with said coverage regardless of whether Consultant has actually purchased and maintained said coverage; or,



(2)
The total dollar amount of this Contract.  


The terms of Sections XII entitled Indemnification, and XVII entitled Confidential Information shall survive termination of this Contract.

XV.

Changes

City may, from time to time, require changes in the scope of services to be performed under this Contract.  Such changes as are mutually agreed upon by and between City and Consultant shall be incorporated by written modification to this Contract.

XVI.

Conflict of Interest

Consultant covenants and agrees that Consultant and its associates and employees will have no interest, and will acquire no interest, either direct or indirect, which will conflict in any manner with the performance of the services called for under this Contract.  All activities, investigations and other efforts made by Consultant pursuant to this Contract will be conducted by employees, associates or subcontractors of Consultant.

XVII.

Confidential Information

Consultant hereby acknowledges and agrees that its representatives may have access to or otherwise receive information during the furtherance of its obligations in accordance with this Contract, which is of a confidential, non-public or proprietary nature.  Consultant shall treat any such information received in full confidence and will not disclose or appropriate such Confidential Information for its own use or the use of any third party at any time during or subsequent to this Contract.  As used herein, “Confidential Information” means all oral and written information concerning City of Carrollton, its affiliates and subsidiaries, and all oral and written information concerning City or its activities, that is of a non-public, proprietary or confidential nature including, without limitation, information pertaining to customer lists, services, methods, processes and operating procedures, together with all analyses, compilation, studies or other documents, whether prepared by Consultant or others, which contain or otherwise reflect such information.  The term “Confidential Information” shall not include such materials that are or become generally available to the public other than as a result of disclosure of Consultant, or are required to be disclosed by a governmental authority.

XVIII.

XIX.

Applicable Law

The Contract is entered into subject to the Carrollton City Charter and ordinances of City, as same may be amended from time to time, and is subject to and is to be construed, governed and enforced under all applicable State of Texas and federal laws.  Consultant will make any and all reports required per federal, state or local law including, but not limited to, proper reporting to the Internal Revenue Service, as required in accordance with Consultant’s income.  Situs of this Contract is agreed to be Dallas County, Texas, for all purposes, including performance and execution.

XX.

Severability

If any of the terms, provisions, covenants, conditions or any other part of this Contract are for any reason held to be invalid, void or unenforceable, the remainder of the terms, provisions, covenants, conditions or any other part of this Contract shall remain in full force and effect and shall in no way be affected, impaired or invalidated.

XXI.

Remedies

No right or remedy granted herein or reserved to the parties is exclusive of any other right or remedy herein by law or equity provided or permitted; but each shall be cumulative of every other right or remedy given hereunder.  No covenant or condition of this Contract may be waived without written consent of the parties.  Forbearance or indulgence by either party shall not constitute a waiver of any covenant or condition to be performed pursuant to this Contract.

XXII.

Entire Agreement

This Contract embodies the complete agreement of the parties hereto, superseding all oral or written previous and contemporaneous agreements between the parties relating to matters herein, and except as otherwise provided herein cannot be modified without written agreement of the parties.

XXIII.

Non-Waiver

It is further agreed that one (1) or more instances of forbearance by City in the exercise of its rights herein shall in no way constitute a waiver thereof.

XXIV.

Headings

The headings of this Contract are for the convenience of reference only and shall not affect any of the terms and conditions hereof in any manner.

XXV.
Venue

The parties to this Contract agree and covenant that this Contract will be enforceable in Carrollton, Texas; and that if legal action is necessary to enforce this Contract, exclusive venue will lie in Dallas County, Texas.

XXVI.
No Third Party Beneficiary

For purposes of this Contract, including its intended operation and effect, the parties (City and Consultant) specifically agree and contract that: (1) the Contract only affects matters/disputes between the parties to this Contract, and is in no way intended by the parties to benefit or otherwise affect any third person or entity notwithstanding the fact that such third person or entity may be in contractual relationship with City or Consultant or both; and (2) the terms of this Contract are not intended to release, either by contract or operation of law, any third person or entity from obligations owing by them to either City or Consultant.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST QUESTIONNAIRE
Effective January 1, 2006, Chapter 176 of the Texas Local Government Code went into effect which requires that any vendor or person considering doing business with a local government entity disclose in the Questionnaire Form CIQ, the vendor or person’s affiliation or business relationship that might cause a conflict of interest with a local government entity. By law, this questionnaire must be filed with the City Secretary of the City of Carrollton not less than the 7th business day after the person becomes aware of facts that require the statement to be filed. 

A recent amendment to this state law that went into effect on September 1, 2007 now allows for two changes to the original statute:

1. The Conflict of Interest Questionnaire only needs to be filled out and returned with your bid if you or your company are aware of a conflict, and,

2. If the amount of the conflict exceeds $2,500

It is the responsibility of every vendor filling out and returning this bid to determine if there is a conflict meeting the parameters listed above. If so, the City of Carrollton requires that this Questionnaire be completed and turned in with your bid. If there is no conflict, or if the amount of the conflict is less than $2,500, then you are not required to submit the Questionnaire with your bid. 

See Section 176.006, Local Government Code which reads “A person commits an offense if the person violates Section 176.006, Local Government Code. An offense under this section is a Class C misdemeanor.”
